"ANNIVERSARY oF 2R Porx's ExtERONISATION.—On
the 17th inataat, the anniversary of the day on which
Pius IX. sscended the throne, His Eolineas addressed
the Oardinals in reply to their congratulations, and
raised hia voice against the persecu:ion to which the
bishops and pricats are deing-subjected in Italy.

On the 12lh- jnstant the Cardinsl .Archbishop of
Vienna blessed: the ¢oloursof the Tyrolese chasseurs
in the Oathedral of that city. His Grace after _the
ceremony addressed the men ag follows :—' We 1live,
said the Archbishop, ¢ ib days which remiod us of
the portentous calm that precedes a storm. "W}th
God all things sre possible, but  humanly speakiog
war is inevitable. It is clear that, should it break
out, they who fight on theside of Anstria will be
fighting for the right, for the whole of Europe, and
pot for Austrig‘alope. The ccuege in which you are
arming. is glorious and holy. Brave sons of the Lyrol
under the chief whose courage and Sdelity have been
tried Bo oftep, you will show yourselves worthy of
your ancestors. God abbors the pride and hardness
of heart of those who covet the goods of others, of
those who do not scruple to sacrifice the blood of
