and extending facilities at Ratmalana Airport, one object being to make it 
safer for high-speed transport: Canada has allocated about $367,000 for the 
supply of telecommunication equipment to this project. Canada has also 
shipped light duty trucks as part of a contribution to the Gal Oya Agricultural 
Development Scheme. In addition, the development of rural roads has been 
aided by counterpart funds raised from the local sale of flour donated by 
Canada. 

Indonesia—Indonesia has received assistance in the form of Otter Air-
craft, which are for use in the air transport service being built up to open 
extensive areas within the large islands that are at present inaccessible, except 
by river boat or jungle trains. 

Burma—Canada has recently agreed to assist the Govemment of Burma 
in the construction of a bridge across the Pazundaung River to link the 
suburb town of Thaketa to Rangoon. Material and engineering services will 
be provided by Canada to the value of $900,000, representing the foreign 
exchange cost of the project, and arrangements are being made to offset some 
of the local costs (to the equivalent value of $950,000) with counterpart 
funds arising from previous donations of Canadian wheat.
