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The health certificate shall contein the names and addresses of the con-
signors, the origin of the animals, and final destination of the animals,
the consignee's address with an accurate description or identification
of the livestock and shall also indicate the health status of the animals
involved, including results of required tests es well as dates of vac-
cinaetion, if any. Health certificates shall be wvoid 30 days after date
of inspection and issuance. Ko health certificate shell be issued un-
less it can be issued to comply in all respects with requirements of

the State- of Tennessee, unless otherwise specifically authorized in
writing.

All brucellosis agglutinetion tests of animals which are intended for
interstate movement into Tennessee shall be made in either (1) State

or Federal laboratories; (2) laboratories approved by the proper live-
stock sanitary officisl of the State of origin; or (3) commercisl
laboratories operated under the supervision of the Animel and Plant
Heglth Inspection Service and approved by the State of origin.

DUTIES OF CARRIERS

Owners and operators of coomon carriers, trucks and other conveyances
are forbidden to move any livestock into or within the State Tennessee
or through the State except in compliance with the provisions set forth
in these regulstions.

All railwey cars, trucks and other conveyances used for the transpor-
tation of livestock and poultry shall be maintained in & sanitary condi-
tion.

Owners and operators of railwey cars, trucks and other conveyances
that have been used for movement of any livestock infected with or ex-
posed to any infectious, contagious or communicable disease ghall be
required to have such cars, trocks and other conveyances thoroughly
cleaned and disinfected under official supervision before further use
is permissible, for the transportation of livestock into Tennessee.

CATTLE

A1l cattle moved into Tennessee, except as exempted below shall:

&, Be individuelly identified by eartag, tattoo, brand, or other
permanent means,

b. Be accoampanied by & valid bealth certificate which includes the
brucellosis status of the farm and ares of origin.

c. Be negative to an official test for brucellosis within 30 days of
entry.

Feeding or breeding cattle originating from non-certified States or

areas,
a2, Certified brucellosis-free herds - Ko restrictions. Certificate

number ghall be indicated on the official health certificate.

b. Other herds - Two negative tests for brucellosis et least 30 days
epart and no more than 60 days epart; or negative complete herd
test within 12 months plus & negative test of individnals moved
within 30 days of movement.
