The Department of External Affeirs relecsed today messages
from the Prime Ninister of Canade to the Prime Minister of the
Netherlands and to the Prime Hinister of the Republic of the United
States of Indonesiz, extending greetings and informing them that the
Government cf Canade has given full recogniticn to the Republic of the
United States of Indoresia. The texts follow:

To the Prire Minister of the Netherlands:

u] teke great pleasure in extending to you znd to the
Dutch people the uest cordial greetings of the Governrent
and the people of Canada on the occasion cf the transfer of
sovereignty to the Republic cf the United Stotes of
Indonesia.

P trust that the Netherlands-Indonesian Union thus
established between the Netherlends and the Republic of the
United States of Indonesia will contribute to peace and
stability throughout the world. :

“] have just informed Prire Minister Hatta that the
Cenadian Government hes extended full reccgniticn to the
Republic of the United States of Indonesia."

To the Prire Minister of the Republic of the United States of
Indcnesia:

"Jpon the proclamsticn of the indépendence of the Republic
of the United States of Indonesia, I teke greet pleasure in ex-
tending to you and your pcople the cordial greetings and good
wiches of the Government and people of Cenadc. The transfer of
sovereignty which has just token place constitutes a tribute
to your. gtatesnenship and that of your collezgucs. \e also
welcome your voluntary association with the pcople of the
Netherlends in the new letherlonds-Indonesicn Unien.

"I hope that Indonesia will enter upon an cra of peace
and prosperity that will contributc to the wellbeing and stobility
of all neticns in the Pscific. I feel confident that by colleber-
cting in the establishment of peece throughout the world, both
your country and mine will be brought together in ever closer
‘friendship for their mutusl benefit. :

"This ressuge nay be regarded es giving full recognition
by the Government of Canada to the Republic of the Urnited States
of Indounesie.”
