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The Order being read for the second reading of Bill S-17, An Act to in-
corporate Vawn Pipe Lines Ltd.;

Mr. Jorgenson, seconded by Mr. Nugent, moved,—That the said bill be
now read a second time.

After debate thereon, the question being put on the said motion, it was
agreed to.

Accordingly, the said bill was read the second time and referred to the
Standing Committee on Transport and Communications.

By unanimous consent, at 6.33 o’clock p.m., the sitting was suspended until
8.00 o’clock p.m.

Debate was resumed on the motion of Mr. Pennell, seconded by Mr.
MacEachen,—That Bill C-168, An Act to amend the Criminal Code, be now
read a second time.
