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Unemployment Continuance Act

Ail agreements witb provincial and muni-
cipal authorities shall contain a provision to
the effect that ail persons employed onth
works or undertakings referred te, herein shaH
be residents of Canada, and so f ar as practi-
cable of the locality in which the work is being
performed, and in no case shall discrimination
bie macle or permitted in the employment of,
or ie the granting of direct -relief to any
B3ritish subjects by reasen of their political
affiliations, race or religious views.

Would you believe, Mr. Speaker, that cf
the S216,442 expended under that order in
ceunicil on barbours and rivers, if I have the
figures correctly only 312,000 was spent in
ridings not represented by supporters of this
government?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): You are wrong
in that.

Mr. ELLIOTT: My hion. friend says I am
wrong; 1 know lie must think se, but of
course I think net. It is a bit difficuit te
tell wbere some of these places are, but I have
done my very bcst. and I know wbere Mnost
of them are located. One of my hion. friends
suggests that I know where Haileybury is,
and that is se. It is net my purpose at this
time to say anything as to whetlier or not
these expenditures were necessary in the
places where they were made; hion. members
of this bouise have neyer bad an oppertunity
of ascertaining from the minister in charge of
ihiese expenditures wbat was the need at the
particular place, who were asking for it or
what amount of relief was likely te be af-
forded by that particular vote.

My bion. friend has rcferred te the grant for
Haileybury. The sum of $17,809 appears te
have hcen spent in Haileybury. I have ne
information wbich justifies my saying that
that was net properly expended and that it
was net needed, and I do net propose te make
any such statement until I know. However, I
de say that that is something which should
neyer have appeared under the heading of un-
erupîcyment relief. The lieuse sat hast year
until August 3, and this order in council was
passed on Octe-ber 15. Would it have been
tee much te ask the government te bring
down an item in the estimates for publie
werks and te give every hon. meniber an
opportunity of discussing this matter befere
a decision was arrived at?

My objection te the substitution of "May"
fer "March" is thaît it is, in principhe, the
wreng kind of legishation. Ne hion. member
can go home and fasc lis constituents and
justîfy the fact that while the lieuse wras still
in session he sat in his seat, with his hands
folded, an.d said: "I will leave ths te the
executive; it cando Vhis in the way in whidli

it has been done in the past, aitheugli I amn
beund to, say that that way bias net proven
sati.sfactory te many portions of the country."

The experience gained in the last year or
twe should have enabled some changes and
some imprevemaents te bie made. Such ex-
perience should *be of value ia fermulating a
policy for the ýceming year. If the govera-
ment weuld say what ameunt was needed and
Lbis bouse býad an opportunity of discussing the
propesed policy in t.he regular way, surely
some good would come froin the discussion.
This mat-ter should bie discussed in committee
of sttpply.

I de net propose te take up the time of the
bouse at any lcngth, but I do desire te point
eut that this is the most objectionable legis-
lation wbich any parliament couhd cnact. I
reali7e that we are living in a strenueus
period, but that is ail the greater reason wby
the safeguards wbich -the experiences ef varieus
free governments bave thrown around the
rigbts of the people sbould ha ipreserved. I
suhmit that this resolution sbeuld flot pass
but that a supply blli contaieing the necessary
items and providing a means of discussion as
te wbether or net sudh items are necessary,
is the proper metbod of procedure. 1 see tbe
Minister of Pusblie Works (Mr. Stewart)
across. the floor, and 1 contend that ail work
;n the way of public works sheuld be donc by
bi departmient. I bave great faith in what
caan be accomplisbe-d by the Departmcnt of
Public Werks, and wbatevcr money is teo be
e-,xpcndcd on public works by the Dominion
of Canada sbeuld be expendcd under the su-
pervision of that dcpartmcnt.

A cursory glance -at the item will show thaýt
S12,000 eut of $216.000 was speet in ridings
wbich appar-ently needcd no relief and wbich
unfertunatehy are represented by 'opponents
cf the goverement. Per.baps these ridings do
net n'eed as much relief as do the ridings
reprcsented by supporters of the gevenrment.

Mr. STEWART (Lee.ds) : London geV some.

Mr. ELLIOTT: I do net Vbink the minister
dlaims paternity for these estimates; I take it
tliey were put inte his liands. I bepe that is
the fact because I sliould net like te tbink
they b'ad been prepared by hi.m. It sccms a
bit remarkabhc that whcn a Conservative gov-
ernment is in power, net only is there mere
relief needed for the country as a whole but
the ridings represcnted by supporters of the
governiment require six timnes as mucli relief
as the ridings represented by those opposed
te the goverament.

At six o'elock the lieuse took reeas.
