ACQUISITION 0F PROPERTIES AND ASSETS RY

EXPROPRIATION 0F CAPITAL SIIARES

Hon. C. D. HOWE (Minister of Munitions
and Supply) : I wisb to table order in couneil
P.C. 535 of January 27, 1944, and before dýoing
so I will make the following statement.

As a necessary means for tbe more effective
prosecutiýon of tbe war, tbe government of
Canada býas ýacquired ail properties and assets
of Eldorado Mining and Refining Limited,' by
expropriating ahl the capital shares of the
eompany. Expropriation of ;the sbares becarne
effective as of three o'clock thif, afteirnoon.

Eldorado Mining and Refiaing Lîrnited will
în future be operated as a crown cornpany, and
will continue to carry on its present operations.
The president, the direotors and officers of
Eldorado Mining and Refiring Limi-ted have
been invitedto continue to act in their present
capacities, and bave agreed to do so. There
wîll be no change in existing arrangements
affecting tbe ernployees of the company.

Tbe directors of the eompany bave agreed
witb tbe government tbat a fair value for the
properties and assets of the eompany is rep-
resented by a price of $1.35 per sbare, and the
direotors and a number of otber large share-
holders have delivered their shares to the
government at tbat price. The same share
value is being offered te, ail sharebolders of
the company, and will be paid on delivery of
the shares, properly endorsed. to the registrar
and transfer agent, tbe Trusts andl Guarantee
Company Limited, Toronto,

I regret that for reasons of secrecy I amn
unable to give the bouse any further informa-
tion on this subjeet. In the interests of
mîlitary secrecy I bope tbat no questions about
this miatter will be asked until the necessîty
for withholding information no longer applies.
I now table order in counicil P.C. 535 wbich
effeets the expropriation of all the capital
shares of the company.

Mr. GRAYD ON: I was taking my phrase-
ology, as a matter of fact, from the state-
ment whieh as I recollect it, appeared in the
Regina Leader-Post, and whicb was given by
the Prime Minister of Canada.

Mr. MACKENZIE RING: I arn afraid
my hon. friend is seeking to excuse bimself.

Mr. GRAYDON: I was trying to excuse
the right hon. gentleman at, the same time.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: May I say to
my hon. friend I have no more information
whicb I arn in a position to make public as to
the time than what bas appeared thus
far in the press. The announcement made in
the British buse of Commons was, as I
recaîl it, to the effect that the conference
would 'be held some time before very long,
but that tbere were reasons wby it was not
advisable to name the precise date. As a
matter of fact the actual date bas not yet
been definitely decided.

Mr. GRAYDON: Tbe Prime Minister
intends to attend?

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: I hope so; yes.
I bave every intention of attending, unless
prevented.
