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By ne stretch of the imagination does sec-
tion 17 corne within the purview of those
words.
-and (b) to assist persons in Canada

(i) to obtain goods and commodities f'romn
eutside Canada; and

(Ài) te dispose of goeds and coinmodities that
are available for expert frein Canada.

I point eut that section 17 again dees net
cerne withjn these. provisions. Someone might
suggest that subsection 2 gives that power.
Subsection 2 reads:

The corporation shall cornply with any general
or special direction given by the geverner in
council or the miinister with reference te the
earrying eut of its purpeses.

The only power which the minister bas is a
direction te the corporation te do those things
which coîne within the limitations set eut
tînder the side note cf "purposes". Section 5
aise mnighit be read:

(1) The corporation may do such things as it
dleems expedient for, or conducive te. the attain-
ment ef the purposes set forth in section four
of this act.

Thercefere I suggcst ihat th.at section will
have te be amended before the new section 17
(afl be brought into being, because in ne way
are the purposes alike, analogous te or cegnate
with the purposes as set forth originally in
the act. 1 suggest that this matter has net
been considered by the law officers. It looks
v'ery much as thougb, having ne place at al
te go, they decided te do certain things under
the Canadian Commercial Corporation Act,
and sections were added which cannot be read
as being within the purview of the purposes
for which the act was set up. I suggest once
more that the law officers be consulted , net
those who are trying te get the powers and
net those who might be willing te, exercise
powers they may have been granted by parlia-
muent without parliarnent having the power te
grant them.

M r. MacKINNON: The powers under
whrch tie Minister cf Trade and Commerce
is acting in connection with this legisiation are
those which were given to the Minister cf
Reconstruction and Supply' and tran,-fc-rreýd
from him to the Minister ef Trade and Cern-
merce. ITp te and at the present time the
cmplovecs of the Ca.nadian Commercial Cor-
poration have been acting as agents for the
Minier ef Trade and Commerce. As 1 have
alrea9dy said. this, legislation bas been befere
the Iaw clerk. cf' both the Senate and the
Hotîse of Cemmons. and bas~ been considcred
lw the Departinent of Justice. 1 have ne
doubi they teok into account tbc peint te
m'hieli n fciciee lbas been mnade,

[Mr. Diefenbaker-.]

Mr. DIEFENBAKER: That stil] deoes net
meet the point. No doubt they did. But
there have been other occasions whcn the same
answer has been given, and when it was later
found nef to be the tact. I arn trying te be
helpful. andi I want te find eut if we: are net
be'ing placed in a position cf passing an arnend-
ment which is inapplicable. As a matter of
tact, the minister says he is acting under
powers which the Minister cf Reconstruction
and Supply had and which ha.d berri trans-
fcrred te hirn; yes. trantfer.redý under an order
in council, wvhetlier the minister hadi power to
transfer or net.

Mr. MacKINNON: Under the Transfer cf
Duties Act.

Mr. DIEFENBAKER: Yes, iinder the
Transfer cf Duties Act, but that still d-es flot
covet' this situation. The order in council ne
doubt coveýrs the situation exactlv. las the
nîinister the order in cotîncil? If se. wil b] c
read it?

Mi. MacKJNNON-': Does the hon. ineenber
wi-.h the whole order in couincil read? It i
net very long.

Mr. DIEFENBAIKER: Yes.

Mr. 'MaeKINNON: I shall lcav o ut the
hîeading. It reads as follows:

XVhereas by virtue of the prov\isionjs cf the
Departmieiit of Reconstruction and Suipply Act,
1945. and the Departmcnt et Munitions and
Supply Act. the power, duty andI fonction te
buy or otherwise acqurr, manufacture or other-
wvise produce munitions of war or supplies and
construct or carry out prolcts required by the
Dcpartmcnt et National Defence is vested in
the 'Minister of Reconstruction and Supply;

And whereas it is expedient and in the public
interest that such power. duty and function
should be transferred te tîle Minister of Trade
and Commerce on Fehruary 1. 1947;

Therefore His Excellency the Gevernor Gen-
cral in Couneil. on the recomimendation et iRi ght
Hon, W. L. IMIackenzie King. the Prime Minister,
and under and by virtue of the prov isions et the
Public Service Rearrangement andi Transfer et
Duties Act, is pleased te order and dDth hereby
order that the power. duty and fuinction vested
in the Minister ef Reconstruction and Supply
tinder the Department of Reconstruction Act.
1945 and the Departînent et Muniitions and
Supply Act. te buy or otherwise acquire, mnanu-
facture or otherwise produce munitions et war
or supplies and construet or carry eut projeets
requireti by the Department et National De-
tence be transferred te the Minister of Trade
and Commerce on the flrst day ot February,
1947.

His Exceelcncy lu Council is further pleased.
lieiehx. te authorize the Minister of Tiade sud
Commerce. for the purpose of carry ýiieg eut such
power. dutv and function te niake uise et the
s.ervies- ot thte officers anti servants ef the Cana-
dian Corrnerqial Corporation and to alithorize
..ueh ef thie oihers of the corporation as lie may
..c]ect t -. m documents on bis bhl f.
