STATEMENT ON STIUDY 0F GREAT LAKES
POLLUTION

Hon. Leon Balcer <Minister of Transport):
Mr. Speaker, on Friday last the hon. member
for Fort William inquired if the government
is giving consideration to additional financial
assistance being granted to the great lakes
institute. It is assumed the water pollution
mentioned by the hon. member is not oil pol-
lution, as it is understood the institute is flot
concerned with this, but rallier with indus-
trial waste.

The great lakes institute is a scientific body
co-ordinated under the Canadian committee
on oceanography. It is operated by the Uni-
versity of Toronto, and I believe the provin-
cial governmnent makes some contribution
in respect of the fisheries aspect. The
meteorological branch of my departmnent pro-
vides certain staff and equipment, and our
marine services brandi also assists the
institute in the operation of the C.G.S. Port
Dauphine.. There a-re' other departments of
the federal governuient which may have an
interest in the work by the institute, such as
northeru affairs, water resources branch,
national health and welfare, and mines and
technical surveys. Perhaps my hon. friend
would like to communicate with those depart-
ments in the matter.
