Mr. Steven A. Paproski (Edmonton Cenire):
Mr. Speaker, on a point of order, I hope that I
can receive an answer from the minister. I
consider this to be a very important matter. If
we can afford to have such hoodlums come to
Canada and not look after the Jewish popula-
tion in Poland, then he should be able to
reply to this question.

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Minister of Man-
power and Immigration): On the same point
of order, Mr. Speaker, I would like to point
out that I am not administering the immigra-
tion laws of either France or the United
States, and under Canadian immigration law
this person is not prohibited. I do not intend
to take the hon. member’s description of
“troublemaker” as a basis of preventing
admission to Canada. We intend to apply the
normal policy, which I think has stood up and
which has been supported in this House and
elsewhere, with respect to these cases. With
respect to the rather snide comment made by
the hon. member in reference to our treat-
ment of Jews from Poland, somewhat similar
to the comments he made about immigration
from Asia—

Mr. MacEachen: Mr. Speaker, I will be
happy to co-operate with the hon. member
and follow his standards of behavior. His
words on that occasion are in Hansard.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. Perhaps the
minister might like to reply to the question,
and I understand the Minister of Finance also
has to reply to the question asked by the hon.
member for Gander-Twillingate.

Mr. MacEachen: On a question of privilege,
Mr. Speaker, a very important question was
raised by the hon. member on a point of
order, with the implication that somehow this
government was eager to admit such persons
as Cohn-Bendit and prevent the admission of
Polish refugees. I stated yesterday, in reply to
a member of the opposition, that we were
treating refugees from Poland in a very sym-
pathetic way, and our record in that situation
is above reproach. I offered to discuss this
matter in greater detail with any member of
the opposition because the success of our pro-
gram to help these Polish refugees depends to
some extent on the manner in which—
