To provide accurate information would involve
the physical search of each individual file for over 14,000
cases for which the hiring of additional staff would be
necessary.

17, 1972 and a salary of $4,063.19 from the Department of
Consumer and Corporate Affairs for the period December
15, 1972 to March 31, 1973, based on an annual salary scale
of $17,500 to $20,000.
