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1 raise this question of privilege in a reluctant way, Madam
Speaker, because in my short experience in the House 1 have
found the President of the Privy Council to be an honest,
straightforward, honourable member. Nevertheless, 1 take the
opportunity to raise this question of privilege so that he can
clarify his statement to the House. His statement was clearly
misleading: it clearly said that there would be no announce-
ment. Then suddenly, two bours later, there was an announce-
ment. 1 wil send it up to you so tbat you can sec it for
yourself.

My question is that I and perhaps other bon. members,
perhaps inadvertently, bave been mîsled by the statement
made by the President of the Privy Council.

Madam Speaker: Unless the hon. member tells the House
that be was intentionally misled by the House be does not have
a question of privilege. If he feels tbat he might have been
misled inadvertently, then of course be knows that there is no
foundation for a question of privilege. If the press release, in
his view, was not in conformity with statements made in the
House, that is a debatable question and, of course, be may
debate it. Even if the hon. member wanted me to look at ail of
these statements to determine whether there were discrepan-
cies in them, it is not for the Chair to establish discrepancies.

If these statements, in the mind of the bon. member, do not
seem to conform with wbat was said in the House, unless be is
prepared to tell me that the minister bas intentionally misled
him-and be bas not done tbat-I cannot find tbe basis for a
question of privilege.

Mr. Waddell: Madam Speaker-

Madani Speaker: 1 do not know why the bon. member
always rises when I make a ruling on a question. He bas to
accept the ruling. Once in a wbile 1 may allow that be may
bave a point of order, but the hon. member is in the habit of
rising every time 1 make a ruling.

This is the rulîng; there is no question of prîvilege. I do not
see what we can add to that discussion.

Mr. Waddell: A point of order, Madam Speaker. 1 under-
stood from what you were saying tbat you were not making
your formai ruling but were asking me if 1 was saying tbat tbe
minister perhaps bad-

Madani Speaker: No, I was not saying that. It was quite
clear that 1 was ruling.
