ten days ggo, for Marlboro, with his em
ployer's horses, At one of the stations en
route Little and two companions went for
refreshments at the statlion and misscd
the special train, The unexpected hav-
ing occurred, the boys decided to follow
their emplpyer's horses the best way they
knew, and| boarded a north-bound A.C,L.
frelght. Reports of what  occurred
are but meagre at present. . But it is
sald a mile south of Fayettesville the
boys were encountered by a negro
brakeman, } who ordered them off the
traln. The train, a companion says, was
running 25imiles an hour, and Little, act-
ing as spokesman for the trio, explain-
ed the cir Pumstances and in reply was
dealt a blow over the . head with a
coupling pin by the brakeman, knock-
int him from the fast moving freight.

ter falling alongside of the tracks, dead.
is companions, frightened, fled and are
now at Norfolk.
