.. ANNUAL REPORT OF MR, MOWATS
COMMISSIONERS, °

Eportsmen Will be Further Restricted
With Gan and Rod—Probability That
in a Short Time Deer Will Become
Extinct—How Deputy Wardens are
' Hampered.

Hon. J. M. Gibson brought down the re-
port of the Ontario Game and Fish Com-
missioners for 1895 in the Local Legisia-
ture yesterday. The commissioners report
that although the enforcement of the game
laws has had an undoubted effect in pre-
serving the game during the last three or
four years, the Act might be made much
more protective by restricting the num-
ber of birds to be taken or killed by any
person in a day or a'year. For instance in

* the case of duck, if it were enacted that
not more than twenty should be taken in

a day or 300 in a season it would have &’

good effect. The same plan might be adopt-
ed with reference to the other game birds,
quail, snipe, woodcock and partridge. They
report further that although the open sea-
son for deer was last year shortened by
ten days, greater numbers than ever have
been killéd during the late open season. It
i3 estimated by the wardens who had
charge of Muskoka and neighboring dis-
tricts that fully 3000 deer jyere killed there
. ng the fifteen, "“open season. The
chief factor in th unmsg_ able slaughter
is the use of hounds, which, to the number
of about 800, were let loose upon the deer
this season. " If dogs were stopped there
would be little or no slaughter in the
water. They go on to say that they are
disguted with the wanton slaughter of the
noble animal, and are confident _that if
greater restrictions are not imposed the
deer will in a short time become extinct.

‘The commissioners complain, too, that too
many permits are issued for the killing of
insectlvorous birds and the collection of
their eggs. Complaint is also made that
although there are 460 deputy wardens,
some of them are indifferent, because
when they fail to secure convictions they
have to. pay the costs. The hounding of
does i8 especially condemned.

Owing to the divided responsibility the
deputy wardens are unable to enforce the
fishery laws and there is consequently
great destruetion of this article of food.

Among the suggested amendments to the
law _is one preventing the ‘use of any float-
ing battery or other device for councealing
the gunner in the shooting of water fowl;
also the use of any decoy or blind at a
greater -distanee than fifty yards from the
shore, Another suggestion is that every
deer hunter shall take out a license to
which two coupons are attached, and that
one of these coupons shall be attached to
each deer or part of deer shipped by said
bunter. ' i
