MGarment Workers Want Government te

Hamilton, Sept. 15.--(Special,)-The m-
portant questions of a Canadian. Federatton
of Labor and the subject of immigration cec-
cupied the chief attention of the Trades
Congress this morning. The first proposi-
‘tion came from Delegate Hay of Ottawa,
who thought that the tlme was ripe for
the formation of a Canadlan rather than
an international labor federation.

Delegate J. F. Flett, speaking In opposl-
tion, reminded the congress that in the
Hamilton Brotherhood of Carpenters’ strike
the States sent over $1200 to its aid.

¥, Walter, following, referred to  the
moulders’ strike in this city, and the ¥19,-

guotsent in aid by moulders of the United
tates.

E. Williams declared that theq15,000 loco-
motive engineers of Canada could not ade-
quately protect themselves without affili-
ation with the same body in the States.

T'he resolution was voted down.

The Garment Workers.

~The Garment Workers' Association next
presented the following resolution, which
was carried unanimously :

« “Whereas the uniforms for the militia
and public officials of this ecountry are
manufactured.by contractors for the Gov-
ernment in sweat-shops and tenement
Jwouses, under conditions that do not guar-
antee to the people of Canada that proper
.sanitary precautions have been taken to
tprotect thne health of the wearers and
workers, and a fair wage has been paid
ito the workers thereof; therefore, be it
Jresolved that this congress urge upon the
iDominion Government to establish under
its control a facto where all clothing
necessary for the public service be manu-
‘factured, or if clothing be again contracted
1for, that a clause be inserted in the con-
‘tract that all garments bear the label of
the United Garment Workers of America.”
Proportional Representation.

The congress had no doubts on the sun-
pect of proportional representation, and
passed this motion in its form without
discussion :

‘“T'hat this congress reaffirms its declar-
ation of last year in favor of proportilonal
representation, and commends to the Cana-
dian Government the example of other pro-
gressive British colonies in the matter, re-
Iterating the opinion that a trial of propor-
tional representation should be made by
grouping together not less than five con-
stituencies and adopting either the Hare
system, the Gove system or the Swiss free
list with the single vote.”

Other Resolutions Carried.

The same fate befel the two following
resolutions—one to provide better accom-
modation for unskilled labor in the matter
of providing suitable accommodation and
protection from the weather at meal times,
and also that the Legislative Committse
be and hereby are instructed to exert their
best ®efforts to induce the Dominion Gov-
ernment to withdaw the order-in-council
issued by the late Government to the civil
servants of the I.C.R., prohibiting them
from taking an active part in municipal
elections,

Delegate E. Willlams said the reason im:
migration had been a failure so far was
that the Government had voted too much of
the public money to the railroad and steam-
boat companies. The people of England
should be cducated in the idea that Canada
and not the United States was the paradise
of the workingman,

Wants Conadian Independenee.

Delegate R. Keyes of Montreal said Can;
ada “was backward because she is only &
colony. England was carrying the Bible
to-the Hindoos in one hand and the sword
in the other. He was in favor of Canadian
independence and a Canadian president.

Delegate O’Donoghue’s motion passed
with this clause added: “That any system
of successful immigration should include,
as part thereof the correlative nngl of migra-
tion, under which people already in Canada
should receive a special opportunity to go
upon the public land of the country when
they so desire and are otherwise suitable.”

Down on ihe Chinese,

Delegate Ralph Smith of British Colum-
bia, in an lmpassioned speech, called for
the restriction of Chinese immigration into
Canada. It was only a question of time,
as things stood, before these undesirable
hordes, as big a curse as the locusts, would
cross the Rockies and honeycomb the east
as they had the west. He urged the raising
of the poll tax from $50 to $500.

This passed unanimously.

Government Holdings,

Moved by R. Smith, seconded by J. Ap-
pleton:

That the reservation of alternate claims
by the Government for the purpose of put-
ting them up for public sale is directly put-
ting the wealth of the country into the
hands of corporations at the expense of the
poor man, who has toiled and suffered se-
vere hardship to find it;

That regulations such as these are cer-
tain to create friction between miners
themselves as well as between miners and
the Government officials, applying as they
do to a, distant district like Yukon, the
regulation of which will be difficult under
the most favorable circumstances; and that
whilst we as a congress recognize the right
of the Government to seek to make these
gold fields l‘evenxpmduclnﬁ we believe
that the exactionsProposed are very exces-
sive and a great burden on the miners such
as to defeat the very object the Government
have in view.

Be it resolved, That this congress, as a
part remedy for the above, request the Gov-
ernment to retain possession of the gold
claims and operate them for the good of the
people at large. Passed.

Local Option in Munieipalities.

The congress also put through a resolu«
tion to urge on the Provincial Government
that the principle of municipal loeal option
be extended so0 as to give municipalities
the power of adopting three fundamental
reforms: 1. Proportional representation. 2.
The initiative and referendum. 3. Tax re-
form, by lessening taxation on industry
and increasing it on land values. 4.
Abolishing the act exempting vacant land
over two acres in eXtent in cities.

The Federal Government will be asked to
amend the Franchise Act by introducing
the principle of one man, . gne vote.

REPLY OF MR. LANCEFIELD,

The Librarian Answers Rev, Mr.
donald Regarding the Hymnal.

The reply of Rev. J. A. Macdonald of
The Westminster to Librarian Lance-
field on the question of the Presbyterian
hymnal caused considerable interest in
trades and labor circles to-day. The World
this afternoon interviewed Mr. Lancefield
regarding it, who said: “Probably Mr.
Maedonald is not at all anxious to have
the agitation about the printing of the
Book of I'raise renewed. There was a
great deal of feeling at the time when
the question was brought up among the
master printers and workmen in the vari-
ous trades interested in the production of
books, and that feeling of dissatisfaction
n\'%r going to England undoubtedly ye® pre-
valls.

‘‘Mr. Macdonald says that the copyright
question is bewilderingly intricate. To my
mind the act is fairly plain. In faet, the
only difficulty I have experienced is _in
endeavoring to follow up those who have
tried to evade not only the intention but
the letter of the act. Mr. Macdonald says
that the Hymnal Committee obtained
what it thought the best legal advice on
the subject. Does not this indicate that
the best legal advice consulted by the
committee advised them not how to eon-
form with the letter of the law but how
best to evade its evident intent? 1 think
I may say that if the importation of these
hymnals with the Canadian Copyright no-
tice printed in them continues, it is pro-
bable that steps will be taken to obtain
the opinion of the law officers of the
Crown as to its legality.
