Deposits of the Native Article Re-
ported as Found on the Shores
of Black Bay.

THEORY OF THE GEOLOGISTS.

Capt, J. A. Currie Takes Up Some
Lands For the Superior G,
& C. Company,

Port Arthur, Ont., Aug. 14.—(Speclal
Correspondence of World's Representative
on Tour.)—I learn that considerable interest
exists in Port Arthur over the prospective
development of promising copper deposits
in the District of Thunder Bay. Copper,
RS is well known, has been found in the
SBhabandowan district on the line of the
New Ontario and Rainy River Rallway and
work is now being pushed on the Tip Top
property in that region. But what is not
so generally known Is that an American
company, with headquarters in Boston, has
for some time been operating on Isle

Royale, near Thunder Cape, outside the en-
trance to Port Arthur’'s big harbor. This
organization has been working very quietiy
and, I am told, with encouraging results.
The discoveries to which I particularly re-
fer, however, are assoclated with Phe
Black Bay ‘section on the north shore of
Lake Superior, some 50 or 60 mlles east of
the town of Port Arthur.
Native Copper on Black Bay,

Prospectors have long spoken more or
less ‘of - copper outcrops In the country
between Black Bay and Nepigon Bay, but
the present talk is due to the recent visit
here of Captain J. A. Currie of Toronto.
Some samples of mineralized rock sent
from here to the office of Currie & Kitely
in the Queen City attracted ‘the captain’s
attention, and his trip hither followed.
The specimers submitted to him indicated
the existence of the amygdaloid formation
accompanied by native copper, and were
thgretqre of an especially interesting char-
acter.

On his arrival here he chartered a tug,
and set out on what purported to be a
fishing expedition. He disappeared down
the coast in the direction of Black Bay,
and did not turn up again for a period of
three weeks. He was accompanied by an
expert miner and an assayer, and when he
came back, he, so I am tgld, had unearth-
ed an extensive bed of ‘@nygdaloid con-
glomerate similar in spfface appearance
to the famous Calumet a: Hecla deposits
on the Michigan side of the lake. It is
stated that Mr. Currie was the first man
to locate a claim under the new regis-
tration regulations which some time since
were made to apply to this particular tract
of country. Imn all, however, somf
acres of land have been applied for in this
neighborhood by various parties.

.Seventy Start Deévelopment,

Captain Currie’s journey to Black Bay
was made in the Interests of the Superior
Gold and Copper Mining Company, a To-
ronto corporation, and it is understood that
active —development operations will this
fall be prosecuted on the claims acquired.

Theory of the Deposit.

The theory concerning the native copper
on the shores of Black Bay is an  interest-
ing one, for the formation here found is
said to be a recurrence of that to the soutlr
of Lake Superior, in which are located the
great Calumet and Hecla properties. In
other words, scientists have concluded that
the amygdaloid conglomerates of the Kee-
neewa ' peninsula, in the State of Michigan,
reappear on the north shore of Lake Su-
perior. The idea of Logan, Hall and oth-
ers, who have studied this formation, is
that the whole of the basin of Lake Su-
perior is composed of what is known as
an agticlinal or fold in flie earth’'s crust,
and -that the amygdaloid formation under-
liesthe entire body of water. Owing to
guacial actlon the outeroppings appear only
at c@"taln points on either side of the lake.

i . The Dip of Deposit.

The dip of the formation on the south
shore is very abrupt, and the conglomerate
has been followed down in the Calumet
mine to a depth of some 6000 feet, but
on the north shore the pitch of the rock
towards the water is sald to be very gradu-
al. It is added that for this reason the
amygdaloid conglomerate at Black Bay is
left in the form of a huge deposit near the
surface,

How the Copper Occurs,

The Black Bay depoglts may be de-
scribed as follows: On the Immediate sur-
face occurs a brownish slate of fine grain,
which varies in thickness from 6 in, to 4
feet, and carries about 414 per cent. of na-
tive ccppet. Underlying this slate {s found
a bed of amygdaloid trap, which carries
copper values of from 3% to 6% per cent.
Beneath the trap again comes the con-
glomerate, which contains the chief min-
eralization, The “rock is said to be of ig-
neous origin, and it consists ot myriads of
pebbles and boulders varying In size from
a-pea to stones three or four fet jn diame-
ter, all cemented together in a mass. This
conglomerate is the home of the native
copper, which is distributed throughout the
bed in the form of nodules, pebbles and
masses, some of the latter of which weigh
as much as three or four pounds.

Much is expected of the operations to be
undertaken on Black Bay by the Superior
Gold and Copper Company and other enter-
prises. F.D.L.S.

The property of the Hill--
side Company consists of two full-sized
claims and one fraction, situated In the
fureka Mining District, lI'erry Counuy,
Washington, distant about three miles
northwest of the town of Republic, and
more particularly some 1800 feet southwest
of the well-known Mountain Lion mine.
It appears fo be a property of great pro-
mise. Mr. Parker states that two offers
involving a cash outlay of $35,000 for a
controlling interest in the company have
already been refused, the company having
decided to maintain control and take care
of the stock themselves.

The veln located on
carries gold in astonishing rich quantities,
and it is free milling. The explorers tested
the quartz by crushing and washing it,
when a great long tail was left in the pan.

Ontario’s Zine Mine.

Interest in Ontario’s big zinc mine has
been revived,“says The Rat Portage Miner,
by the report that it has been sold to
eastern parties for $254,000. It is also
reported that a few days ago a great vein
of pure zine, 600 feet long and 24 feet
wide, was discovered on this property. It
is said that the new owners have stopped
the shipments that have been in progress,
and will devote all the time and expense
necessary to develop the new property.
They are building a road to conneet with
the Canadian Pacific, and it will soon be
completed. The connection will be at Ross-
port, 12 miles distant. It is expected that
the road will be completed by fall, and by
that time 7000 tons of the richest zine ore
ever shipped from a mine will be ready for
the smelters, The work of mining is a
mere quarrying, and it can be done at a
trifling cost.

A HUGE SMELTER.

An English Syndicate Will Erect at
Greenwood, at Once, the Larg-
est Smelter in Canada.

Paul Johnson, well known as the designer
of the Hall Mines smelter, is in Nelson on
a business visit, says The Nelson Tribune.
He will leave for Greenwood in a day or

two where, as the representative of an
English syindicate, with $3,000,000 capltal,
he will superintend the construction of the
largest smelter in Canada. The work will
be begun at once and, with ordlnur{ for-
tune, Mr. Johnson says that it will be
completed by Nov. 1. The company erect-
ing the new plant is the British Columbia
Copper Smelting Company, with headquar-
ters in London, Eng. The plant will be of
the most modern pattern, and will be de-
voted to the treatment of copper ores ex-
clusively. Those of the Greenwood dis-
trict are well known to contain just about
the proper quantities of lime and iron and
other fluxes to make them practically self-
fluxing. Up to the present time, the Hall
Mines smelter has the largest copper stack
in the world, capable of treating about
250 tons of ore per day, and it was con-
structed by Mr. Johnson. He is now go-
ing to bulld a still larger plant, which will
be the second time the largest plant In
existence. The Intention of the new com-
pany is to enter the fleld,in competition

and, as the Canadian smelters at the pre-
sent time do not attempt Yo treat all kinds
of copper, the new plant expects to get a
fair share of the work of the district.

Accompanying Mr. Johnson is John
Norbon, of the Union Iron Works of San
Francisco, to whom the contract for all
the iron work has been let. Mr. Norbon
will also look after the matter of supply-
ing power to the plant. At the present,
they are considering a proposition from
the Cascade Power Company, who' agree
to transmit the amount of power required
a distance of 29 miles, the whole plant to
be run by electricity. If this does not
prove satisfactory, the smelter company
will erect a steam power plant in connec-
tion with its own works.

Coke Ovens at Fernie,

Fire was started this week In 50 of the
new coke ovens bullt this semson by Mr,
Baldorf for the Coal Company. It will
take about a week to heat them up, when
they will be charged with coal, making n
total “of one hundred turning out coke.
Work is well under way with another 50,
and within two months at least 200 ovens
will be in full blast.—Fernie Free Press.
