So all good 
deeds and generous actions profit noth­
ing, unless regulated by common sense.

Be true, be kind, be wise; herein lies 
the secret of woman's power as a posi­
tive factor in the world's advancement, 
her worth as measured in relation to 
her fellow-beings, and her ultimate suc­
cess in whatever realm she undertakes

Washington Iving has said somewhere 
that woman sends forth her sympathies 
on adventure. She embarks her whole 
soul in the traffic of affection, and if 
shipwrecked her case is hopeless. Of 
course, we need sympathy and affection, 
and they are the brightest and most 
sought for flowers in the garden of a 
woman's heart—"if the heart of a man 
is depressed with cares, the mist is 
dispelled when a woman appears."

KINTORE.—The annual meeting of 
the Kintore Red Cross Society was 
held in the Presbyterian Church on 
July 2. The secretary, Miss Ethel Hen­
derson, reported 76 members on the 
roll; 24 meetings were held, with an 
average attendance of 23. The ship­
ments to Hyman Hall contained 554 
towels, 330 pairs of socks, 153 pyjama 
suits, 21 flannel shirts, besides a num­
ber of trench caps. A shipment of 60 
dozen eggs was sent to Byron Sana­
torium. The society during the year 
has received some splendid donations. 
The Kintore Rifle Association contrib­
uted $25, the C. O. O. F. lodge $32, the 
Epworth League of the Methodist 
Church $130.25. The canvass of the 
vicinity for special Red Cross purposes 
amounted to $574. Total receipts for the 
year, $1,267.12. The officers for the en­
suing six months were elected as fol­
lows: President. Mrs. W. Armstrong; 
vice-president, Mrs. W. J. Dunster; sec­
retary and treasurer, Miss Ethel Hen­
derson.
