The uncinaria, or hookworm, is one of 
the agencies which is at work in the 
south as a source of laziness. It often 
penetrates the skin of the individual as 
“ground itch."

Those who go barefoot and tread soil 
infested with larvae or grubs of the 
hookworm at times find an itchy erup­
tion or blisters on the feet and legs. In 
these blisters the embryo makes its 
secret, devious way throughout the 
human flesh until it mobilizes its blood 
brothers and relatives in the intestinal 
canal.

Then it begins to develop into a worm 
with little hooks or claws around its 
head. These are used to cling to the 
walls of the intestines. It sucks tiny 
droplets of blood from its host. If there 
are many hook worms and they main­
tain their hold long enough the victim 
becomes weak and anaemic from this 
loss.

The hookworm, once known as "anky- 
lostoma," is about as thick as a pin, 
but very much shorter. Many thous­
ands of them are to be found in the in­
testines of each victim.

This is not due to a multiplication of 
the worms, each of which lays about 
2,000 eggs a day, but is traceable to the 
fact that the affected individual was 
infested simultaneously with a lot of 
embryos hatched out of eggs in the soil.

The eggs laid by hookworms hatch 
within two days. The larvae, which are, 
too small to be seen, live many months 
in the soil.

In some districts infested with larvae, 
ground itch and hookworm proper, 
ninety persons in the hundred are in- 

capacitated and “lazy” because of the 
Idisorder. In India and Egypt practically 
everyone—99.9 per cent—are victims.

If the waste in neighborhoods affected 
were properly and sanitarily disposed of 
the elimination of the disease would be 
certain.
