DEATH OF JOHN BLEVINS.

The Venerable City Clerk Passes Away at the Age of 71 Years—
Heart Failure the Cause—His Career in Toronto.

After an lliness extending over months,
Mr. John Blevins, the respected City Clerk
of the City of Toronto, passed away in the
early hovrs of yesterday morning at his
home, 257 East Gerrard-street. His two
surviving daughters were at his bedside
when death came palnlt:ésly. Mr. Blevias
had suffered for years from rheumatic gout,
attacks of which at times entirely ineapaci-
tated him from duty. The final collapse
was due to heart failure,

The News at the City Hall.

The greatest sympathy was heard on
every hand at the City HMall when it be-
came known that that venerable official
had passed away, Mr, Blevins had many
warm friends in the municipal building,
and many an official in a troublesome mo-
ment found good treatment in the City
Clerk’s private office when he went for a
word of adviee.

A Public Funeral,

The Board of Control deeided yesterday
afternoon that the late-City Clerk be glven
a public fuperal, The City Council will
attend In a body. The funeral will take
place on Thursday at 3.30 p.m. to St.

Mr, Blevins’® Career,

The late Mr. Blevins came out from Ire-
land on the invitation of his uncle, Robe:st
Blevins, who was CouncHman for the old
Ward of St. Patrick from 1837 to 1842, and
who afterwards had a position in the
courts, The family came from Armagh.

The uncle apprenticed the young man In
the law office of the late Dr. McMichael.

Hawving béen called to the bap in 1854, he
became a partner of Mr, Richard Dempsey,
who was City Crown Attorney. Mr, Blev-
ins did the office work, while the principal,
who was a clever man, attended to the
courts, When Mr, Dempsey died he left
one daughter and the widow. The latter
married Mr. Blevins, She was a sister of
Mr. Kidd, Governor of the jall. Another
Sister was married to Willlam Arthurs,
drygoods merchant. Mr, Dempsey's daugh-
ter married Charles Price, and Inherited
the old Dempsey homestead on the north-
west corner of Parliament and Queen-
Streets, The homestead was removed, and
the property bullt up with stores. It soon
Yﬂfi«}d from the hands of the Prices. Mra,
‘ricé died within the last 10 years.
Elected Alderman in 1874,

The late Mr, Bleving wag clected to the
Council for the old Ward of St. David wheg

{1t was first constitnted in 1874, and Yre-

mained as -one of its representatives tiil
1884, when he replaced the late Mr, Roddy
as City Clerk, St, David’s Ward ‘was a
strong Conservative and Orange section,
and Mr. Blevins had a united support from
both forces. His career in the Counecll was
not particularly prominent, But it is in-
teresting to recall the fact thaf It was upon
his motion the property was repurchased

Was 71 Years of Age.

The late John Blevins was born on the
I1th July, 1830, within two miles of Ar
magh, Ireland. As a mark of hig talents
it may be mentioned that while studying
law he gave lessons in Greek, Latin and
higher mathematics with the view of fur-
nishing the means to add to his income, He
was a I'ree Mason and a member of the
Church of England. Tn 1863 he revisited
Ireland. His wife dled in 1872.

Some people
say by bypnotie power, others’call it mag-
netism, and still others affirm sympathetc
temperament, Without accepting theories,
it must be admitted that there is ‘‘some-
thing” which draws applause, and makes
oneg “feel.’” That Viadimir De FPachmann
is, a great pianist has -been acknowledged
the worid over. Why, tlerefore, suouh}
any ordinary musician attempt a criticism?
If one asks, Is his technique perfect? there
can only be one answer, Yes. Does he sway
an audience? Yes. How? Let some one
tell.  Ordinary people see very little in a
plano recital, even by a first-class artist.
But De Pachmann holds his audience as by
a spell. From the openlng pumber, Vou
Weber's sonata in ‘A flat,” the ailegretto,
moderato, conspirito and assal legato, fol-
lowed by the andante, manuetto capriccloso
and rondo, the interest was maintained in
a marked degree, and the great artist had
to respond to an encore, After that came
a4 group from Schumann, including six se-
lections, which introduced a variegated per-
formance of sentimental and popuiar melo-
dles. After that came a Mendelssohn ex-
cerpt from the celebrated composer's Kondo
Capriccioso, opus, 14, which was enthusl-
astically encored, and De Pachmann re-
sponded by repedted bows.

But De Pachmann’s greatest triumph was
in his readings of Chopin. He played three
Preludes, thrée etudes, a mazurka, a valse
and the third scherzo, opus. 89, in C sharp
minor, and the interest-was breathless in

Lo sum up, De Pachmann’'s legato touch
is a revelation, and his bravura work could
scarcely be excelled.
