London, April 28—Abdul Hamid’s dis­
astrous reign, which opened with Bulgar­
ian atrocities, closes in a most dramatic 
fashion, with massacres of Armenians in 
Anatolia. Hie disappearance as Sultan 
appears to cause but few regrets here and 
abroad, but the coures of Turkish officers 
will still be watched with great anxiety.

The Young Turks acted boldly and swift­
ly, but not without the sanction of the 
Sheik-Ul-Islam. Hence it may be infer­
red that they have not inflamed the coun­
try's religious susceptibilities. The ortho­
doxy of the Young Turks, however, is re­
garded with considerable suspicion by 
large sections of the strict Mohammed­
ans, therefore it is too early to prophesy 
B quiet reign for Mehemmed V.

G. W. Rotss moved

in Canada, at eight points, Victoria, Van­
couver, Lunenburg, Collingwood, Nortfi 
Sydney, Toronto, Quebec and Yarmouth. 
With over seventy-one thousand seamen 
it would seem how meagre is the educa­
tion provided. Canada had a merchant 
rparine, and there was an examination of 
masters and mates, but when was the 
education secured on which the examina­
tion was based. He found none provided 
except that he had named. Canada was 
spending about seven millions of dollars 
a year on military training. In that we 
had reached a point at which we should 
halt and consider what can usefully be 
done for the education of Canadian sea- 
forces. As far as he could ascertain, not 
a thousand dollars a year was being spent 
on naval matters.

The number of ships of Canadian reg­
ister was now 7.528, having a value çf 
about twenty million dollars, which value 
was greatly increased when cargoes were 
added ; they carried many valuable lives 
in passengers and crew. Senator Ross 
thought it a remarkable thing that no 
provision was made for the training of 
the men intrusted with the safety of all 
this life and property. There was not a 
parallel for this condition in any line of 
business or walk of life. With the ex­
ception of Great Britain, Canada has the 
greatest number ‘ of fishermen of any 
country in the world, enrolling last year 
71,254, or half the number of men rej- 
quired to màn the British navy, and 
three times as many as were on the Am­
erican fleets during the Rpanisn-American 
war. With the twenty-five thousand fish­
ermen on the Pacific coast, the number 
of Canadian fishermen totalled over 
ninety-five thousand men engaged in a 
most perilous pursuit. He asked what 
other industry left almost a hundred 
thousand men without educational facil­
ities to improve them in their calling.
