In the past thirty years great
advances had been made in the methods
of its treatment, but, in the past five years
the greatest progress of all had been made,
mainly through the efforts of public-spirit-
ed and' devoted doctors and by the educa-
tion; of ‘the people.

‘Bvéry year the world loses five mil-
lione of ‘people through the scourge of
tuberculosis. = Remember that figure;
every year a London perishes from one
diséase. - S

“London” alone has 9,178 deaths—more
by consumption alone, than, we lost of of-
ficers and men in the three and a quarter
years of the South African War. And
heére is an extraordinary :fignre. More
deaths occurred in the Metropolis, and
more . people  suffered from this disease,
than the total number of soldiers  and
sailors, officers and men, who have been
killed and woundéd in 70 wars and ex-
peditions in the six years ending 1903. In
8 hundred years’ of Européan war, with
all its horror.and all the burden of death
and sickness, that Napoleon'and others
imposed in the last century—all' that Yoss
of life'is eclipsed by only thre years’ hills
of mortalities of the old 'world from con-
sumption and its attendant. evils.

“It can be fought,” Mr. Burns declared,
“by many. forces in' many ways, led by
General Wellbeing — higher ' ' wages,
cheap and better food, better hpusing, in-
creased sobriety. As pauperism diminishes
consumption declines. - -As food cheipens,
tuberculosis disappears.”

Mr. Burns condemmed the fetish of the
workman’s front parlor, which he remem-
bered as a “masoleum for wax fruits, stuff-
ed birds and ‘china dogs, a museum sacred
to the landlord; the insurance agent, the
undertaker and the doctor,” “If the fetish
of the front parlor was broken up,” he
said, “it would add 25 per cent, at least
to the breathing space of every workman’s
home, comfort dnd happiness to the women
and children, and more' geniality to father’s
tea.

He advocated strenunously the abolition
of the “comforter,” or “soother,” for ba-
bies.

NEED FOR A CHAMPION.

The Society for the Prevention of Cru-
elty to Children is just celebrating its
twenty-fifth birthday, and by way of
marking the occasion, a tablet was unveil-
ed at the office in memory of its founder,
the Rev. Benjamin Waugh, who died last
year. His epitaph is noble. “He was,”
it reads, “the champion of the child.”

How badly children needed a champion
the record of the society’s work shows.
In the first year of its existence it in-
quired into ninety-five cases. In its
twenty-fifth year, just ended, it had be-
fore it 49,792, affecting 144,234 children.
During the quarter of a century it has
befriended in all close upon a million and
a half of children,.and dealt with 700,000
offenders. . :
