“This great advertising convention 
may do for Philadelphia a splendid work 
and its influence may spread the country 
over.

“The advertising convention that as­
sembles today at the University of 
Pennsylvania, for this week at least, 
draws the eyes of the whole country lip- 
on Philadelphia, and it is a very import­
ant convention, because its opportunities 
are- so large.

“Doubtless, people who buy goods 
from stores all over the country are 
waiting to see what it will do to clear 
up all the uncertainties and remove the 
poison gases that have caused so many 
to begin to wonder whether advertising 
is a good thing for the customer or not. 
Uses Only Daily Newspapers.

“When this little store closed its doors 
on its first day’s business, away back in 
1861, the sum of $24.67 was found to 
the old-fashioned till under the counter;1 
the sixty-seven cents was left there for 
making change next morning and the $24 
was taken out by the founder and spent 
with the newspapers, which were asked 
simply to say that the new store was 
open and doing business, and had a good 
stock of goods useful to the people.
