The lantern iff- the lighthouse 
tower et Pubnlco Harbor, Yarmouth 
county, N. S., has been destroyed by 
fire according to information receiv­
ed from the lighthoueekeeiper by J.

Although the wire sent by A. J. 
Amlro, the lighthouse keeper at Pub­
nlco, did qot give particulars, it ’is 
presumed that the fire caught from 
an explosion of some kind In the lan­
tern. It is expected that the upper 
part of the lighthouse tower, where 
the lantern was situated, was burned, 
as the lighthouse was a wooden one 
Mr. Chesley said this morning.
