Since 1788 it has been one
of the leading interpreters of British sen-
timent in Canada. It is the possessor
of one of Canada’s leading national
ports—a gateway through which British
and international cominerce should flow
at all seasons of the year. It has settle-
ment lands that should be peopled by
British. It has natural résources that
contain great possibilities. Therefore,
vigilance and co-optration on the part
of all loyal citizens are necessary i or-
der that they should add strength to the
imperial arm and assist in the expan-
sion of Canada’s world commerce, and
the development of her maritime inter-
ests.

“Keep watch” lest we forget what the
British navy means to us, what it has
done for us and for the worlgn, and what
we owe to the men of the navy and of
the mercantile marine who made such
great sacrifices and displayed such in-
domitable courage during the war. It is
to the British sea forces that we must
look for continued protection in the fu-
ture, and it must be impressed upon
Canada that it is her duty to render
evéry possible assistance and co-gpera-
tion in this connection.

WHAT N. B. IS LOSING.

(Contributed to Moncton Transcript.)

During the fiscal year, ended March
81 last, New Brunswick forfeited $25,-
500 of Dominion funds, which were ap-~
portioned to this province to aid voca-
tional education. This money reverted
because it was not used. It was not|
used becanse the local councils and’
school boards of the province, with;
whom the initiation of vocational pro- |
grammes lies, were unable to organize to,
such an extent as to take up the funds |
available.

Some other provinces also suffered,|
but those in which vocational education |

' has been in the process of development’

for a decade or more were in & position |
to take full advantage of their federal |
appropriations. Thus a premium is ac-
tually placed orr strength and the weaker |
and more sparsely settled provinces arel
penalized. '

In all fairness the umspent balances:
should be carried forward to the credit
of the provinces to which they have been
apportioned until said provinces have
had/ reasonable time in which to initiate
the{r programmes. This would be in the
interests of true economy and wise de-
velopment. We should neither be forced
to make ill-considered expenditures nor,

i penalized for not doing so.

On the other hand, Ottawa desires to:
see vocatiorial education developed in the |
provinces without undue delay. The !
provincial committees are well advised |
when they husband their resources by |
making the fullest use of available grants |
to develop the essential services of voca-
tional training for the benefit of them-.
selves and the nation at large. It is not|
fair to our children or the future of our
country to permit federal funds gener-
ously voted for the stimulation of voca-
tional education to revert and become!
useless. That is what is happening in
New Brunswick today. The cure is in
the hands of the people themselves.

The lapsing of the above $25,500 means
that the school boards of the province
have forfeited practically double that;
amount, for the federal and provincial '
governments must support this work on
a fifty-fifty basis. In every community
over 10,000 the government grants to the
community funds sufficient to cover
twenty-five per cent. of building, fifty
per cent. of furniture and equipment, |
and sixty per cent. of the salaries of the
teachers necessary for the efficient con-
ducting of the service.

ing the sea. It upholds as the funda-
mental principle of national and imper-
ial policy, complete naval protection for
British subjects and British commerce
all the world over.” The same spirit
and purpose are behind the Navy League
of Canada.

“Keep watch.” See to it that our
province is developed along right lines,
that we emulate the lofty spirit embod-
ied in the principles of British citizen-
ship, that we lose no opportunity to im-
press upon our children and upon all
new citizens, no matter from whence
they come, that we are living under the
aegis of the British flag, which it is their
duty to respect and to defend, and that
we endeavor to stimulate an active in-
terest in whatever tends to the develop-
ment of British and Canadian sea power,
nationally and commercially.

“Keep watch.” See to it that our ef-
forts are directed toward a closer af-
filiation with British ports the world
over; that we strive to build up a na-
tional as well as an international ocean
commerce; that the ocean ports of Can-
ada are developed and utilized for the
handling of the traffic of Canada in win-
ter as in summer, and that they be given
preference over foreign ports. rade
must follow. the flag.

“Keep watch” in order that the sailors
of the navy and the merchant marine
shall be properly sheltéred and protected
at our ports, and that a spirit of com-
radeship toward them is shown; also
that all that pertains in any way to our
association with the motherland and to
the strengthening of our British conneo-
tions receives due attention from us.

These are the objects that the Navy
League of Canada stand for and they
afford reason why the Daughters of the
Empire and other patriotic organizations
are so closely affiliated with it. Each

rcommunity in New Brunswick should

lend its loyal sympathy and support to
the Navy League of Canada.

This does not entail any spirit of un-
friendliness toward our neighbors, but
rather the reverse, as whatever strength-
ens the ties of friendship on Canada’s
part Serves to strengthen Bfitain’s ties.

BUYS HIS GRAVE,
THEN KILLS SELF

Charles Hansen, of Montreal,
Pays'$27.50 to End Life.

Montreal, Aug. T—A man who is be-
lieved to be Charles Hansen, of Cuvillier
street, bought a plot in a local cemetery,
and ended his life by shooting himself
through the head. He committed the
deed on the wharf at Longue Pointe,
standing in such a positin thal his Ledy
was almost certain to fall into the river.
Before he fired the fatal shot he took
out his false teth, removed shoes and
stockings and wrapped them all in his
coat, which he deposized neatly on the
wharf. But fate decreed that the body
should escape a watery grave. It was
found by George Gagnon. In the poc-
ket of the coat was found a receipt for
the payment for a plot in a cemetery.
This bore the name of Hansen and his
address. The grave had cost the man
$27.50. There was no clue to the cause
of the suicide in papers found in his
pockets.

London Physician Read Aloud in Room
Sy Himself,

Londop, July 26—(By Mail) — Dr.
Charles W. Chapman, a Harley street
physician, who suffered severely from
stammering, explains in medical journal
how he effected a complete cure in his
own case,

«Jt was pointed out by a friend that
I did not stammer while singing,” writes
Dr. Chapman, “because deep breathing
was a necessity in that exercise, I
further noted that my difficulty in
speaking was only with certain words.
Acting on the recognition of these facts,
1 adopted the following treatment which
proved to be entirely successful:

“(1) Reading aloud slowly and dis-
tinctly in a room by myself.

“(2) The taking of a deep breath be-
fore speaking, and when a - difficulty
arose to desist from any effort and be-
gin again. .

“(3) To look ahead for any word
which experience had shown me was a
stumbling-block and take a deep bredth
before negotiating it.

«These measures, coupled with a de-
termination to succeed, enabled me to
overcome my difficulty.”

EVER FORGER
s " PASSES ODD ONE

Signs Name of i‘lis Honor Lieutenant-
Governor Cockshutt.

Toronto, Aug. 7—During the last week
or so a clever forger, saig to hail from
Toronto, has passed several bogus checks
on the Brantford branch of the Bank of
Montreal. All are signed with the name
of His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor,
Harry Cockshutt, and are endorsed with
the name of “L. M. Murphy” The
known loss amounts to $925.

The story is confirmed by Lieutenant-
Governor Cockshutt. So far as he could
recall, five chec
through the bank, and they were in
$75 and $175 denominations. The checks
bore the imprints of the Imperial Bter-
ling, Royal and Dominion banks in
Toronto.

STEANER RESLLE
CREW OF SCHODNER
DUONED 10 SINK
