DECLARATION OF
DOMINION RIGHTS
BY MR. MEIGHEN

Adequate Voice in Foreign
Affairs Subject of Dis-
cussion at Empire
Conference

The - notices posted yesterday con-
tained the following provisions: (1) The
wage scale will continue for an indefinite
period and may be altered by the com-
pany on giving the employe (s) thirty
days’ notice in writing, posted on the
bulletin board mnearest his job, or de-
livered to him personally. (2) The con-
ditions herein may be changed at any
time the company considers advisable.
(8) The company to operate all street
cars with one ‘man, as far as the com-
pany considers it practicable and ad-
visable.

The wage schedules, commencing June
29, were announced as follows:

Motormen and conductors—For first
six months, 89 cents; second six months,
41 cents; after first year, 42 cents; after
second year, 44¢.; one-man car operation,
5 cents extra per hour; snow work and
training of students, 4 cents extira per
hour; temporary laborers, at market rate.

Linemen—Subforemen, 56 cents; line-
men, 42 cents; groundmen, 38 cents; pa-

London, June 27 — (By Grattan
O’Leary, staff correspondent the Cana-
dian Press)—A declaration of Dominion
rights by Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen, pre-
mier of Can: setting out what, in his
judgment, should constitute an adequate
Voice for the dominions in the foreign
affairs of the empire, was today debated
at length by theé confetence of prime min-
isters. Premier Meighen, whose address
was by way of being a review of Lord
Curzon’s outline of the world policy of
the British foreign office, laid down four
cardinal principles which, he declared,
were essential to the heightened status of
the dominions.
