Hope That Kaiser Will Use In-

London, July 27—Glimmers of hope
flickered in the darkened sky of Euro-
pean politics today, and the wish was
general that the efforts of the great
European powers to avert a clash of
arms which might involve many nations
would be successful. ;

While all the powers were preparing
for possible eventualities, their states-
men, with Sir Edward Grey, the Brit-

ernments at issue with a view to media-
tion,

At the Servian legation in London the
view was held that some improvement
had taken place in the °‘situation, and
this was attributed to the influence ex-
ercised by Russia. Alex Georgevitch,
the first secretary, said: “We have com-
plied with everything that does not im-
pair our sovereign. We hope Austria-
Hungary, in the interests of peace, will
recognize that consideration is due to
an independent state and so avert war.
If, however, Austria-Hungary wants war
she will have seen that we are prepared
to accept it in the interests of the dig-
nity of our state.”

The fact that Austrian ambassadors
abroad were willing to discuss the con-
troversial points with foreign govern-
ments and especially with Russia led to
the belief that an outlet for the dead-
lock would be found.

Vienna, July 27—No official declara-
tion of war has yet been made by Aus-
tria. Formal notice to this effect was
sent to foreign diplomats here today. The
' failure of the government to give notice
of a state of war is received with hope
in all quarters. It is believed that Aus-
tria is ylelding to pressure brought to
bear upon her,

British Fleet to North Sea

Portland, Eng., July 27—The first fleet
of the British. navy has - been recalled
here by wireless telegraphy and is now
coaling. The fleet, which comprises

large mumber of cruisers’ and torpeédo
boat destroyers, had left here after the
annual exercises and before the receipt
of the admiralty’s order not to disperse.
All leave has been stopped and it is un-
derstood that the fleet will proceed fo
the North Sea. .

See Some Hope

Berlin, July 27—The Berlin morning
papers, while fully recognizing the grav-
ity of the situation, are disposed to find
grounds for the hope that the Austro-
Servian conflict' will be localized: The
news that Austria is delaying crossing
the Danube has awakened hopes that the
interchanges of views between the chief
capitals will result in checking the out-
break of hositilities until Servia finds a
means of satisfying Austria’s demands.
Much attention is given to the alleged
expressions of French diplomatists that
France means to hold aloof and leave
Servia to her fate unless Russia is at-
tacked by another power. The fact that
France is making strong exertions at St.
Petersburg to dissuade Russia from in-
terfering is regarded as promising. The
empress is returning to Berlin to meet
the emperor on his arrival.

Every Delay Good

London, July 27—The mere fact that
hostilities between Austria-Hungary and
Servia had not begun gave Europe in
general the hope - today that war
might be averted. There was, however,
little change in the situation and the
more optimistic feeling was largely based
on the belief that the German Emperor,
who returned/ to Potsdam today after
his cruise in northern waters, would
throw his influence into the palance in
favor of peace. Another factor was that
the Austrian ambassador in St. Peters-
burg had shown willingness to discuss
matters with the Russian foreign min-
ister. It is said this morning that Aus-
tria-Hungary would not move her forces
against the Servian capital until tomor-
row, which is confirmation of a state-
ment made by the Austrian ambassador
in London yesterday that Austria-Hun-
gary desired to give Servia further time
to consider her reply to the ultimatum
from Vienna.

Servia’s Reply.

Outside of Austria-Hungary and Ger-
many the reply sent by Servia is regard-
ed as a very fair one as it grants all the
demands which a sovereign state could
grant. It is summarized as follows:

First—Servia agrees to the publication,
in its official journal, on the front page,
of the formal declaration submitted by
the Austrian government, condemning
the subversive propaganda and deplor-
ing its fatal consequences, regretting the
participation of Servian officers in this
propaganda, repudiating any further in-
terference with Austro-Hungarian in-
terests and warning all Servians that
rigorous proceedings will be taken in the
future against any person guilty of such
machinations.

Second—Servia agrees to communicate
this declaration to the army in the form
of an order of the day.

Third—It promises to dissolve the so-
cieties which may be considered capable
of conducting intrigues against Austria.

Fourth—Revision of the laws govern-
ing the press. )

Fifth—Dismissal from the army and
navy officers and the removal also of
civilian officials whose participation in
an anti-Austrian propaganda may be
proved. The Servia government, how-
ever, protests against Austrian officials
taking any part in the inquiry.

Sixth—The Servian government asks
for an explanation as to just what part
the Austrian officials are to be called
upon to take in the inquiry into the

A better feeling was noticeable here
today as the result of diplomatic con-
versations. It is understood that a long
interview between the Russian foreign
minister and the Aystrian ambassador
especially was responsible for this im-
| provement of sentiment. This meeting
was desired by both sides.

The fact that Vienna does not refuse
to discuss the points at issue is inter-
preted as a happy symptom, although
Russia’s attitude has been very firm
since the beginning of the crisis. The

reaching reservations and limitations not
only regarding the general principles of
our action, but also in regard to the in-
dividual claims we have put forward
that the concessions actually made by
Servia become insignificant.

“In particular, our demand for the
participation of the Austro-Hungarian

complices in the conspiracy on Servian
territory has been rejected, while our
request that measures be taken against
that section of the Servian press hostile
to Austria Hungary has been declined
and our wish that the Servian govern-
ment take the necessary measures to
prevent the dissolved Austrophobe as-
sociations continuing their activity un-
der another name and under another
form has not even been considered.

“Since the claims in the Austro-Hun-
garian note of July 23, regard being had
to the attitude hitherto adopted by Ser-
via, represent the minimum of what is
necessary for the establishment of per-
manent peace with the southeastern
monarchy, the Servian answer must be
regarded as unsatisfactory.

“That the Servian government itself
is conscious that its note is not accept-
able to wus is proved by the circum-
stances that it proposes at the end of
the note to submit the dispute to arbitra-
tion—an invitation which is thrown in-
to its proper light by the fact that three
hours before handing in the note a few
minutes before the expiration of the time
limit, the mobilization of the Servian
army took place.”

The Times says it considers, in view
of the moderation of Servia’s reply, the
way to a peaceful solution ought to
i stand open. The St. Petersburg corres-
pondent of the Times wires: “Russian
diplomacy has noted today certain indi-
cations of unwillingness on the part of
all the powers, including Austria, to go
to war if it can possibly be averted.
