As a result of the New Brunswick Act,
there has beén a marked difference in
the number of drunkenness cases to be
dealt with in the police court here. The

figures show that from. December 25,
1915, to January 1, 1916, the number of
arrests for drunkenness was twenty-four,
while during the same period from Dec.
25, 1017, to January 1, 1918, only five
were arrested for that offense. During
December, 1916, there were forty-six
cases, while last month there were but
eighteen for all causes. Since May 1 an
average of fourteen to fifteen persons
have been in jail for all crimes as against
forty to fifty before the passing of the
act. Before May 1 there have been as
many as eighty-five people occupying
lodgings in the jail. Yesterday thers
were only ten.

delegation at the Brest-Litovsk meetings,
says the Petrograd correspondent of the
Daily News. One was annexationist and
was represented by General Von Hoff-
mann. A more moderate view was up-
held by Foreign Secretarles Von Kuehl-
mann and Czernin.

There were frequent disputes between
the two tendencies. These were settled,
it is added, by appeals to Berlin which
always supported Von Kuehlmann and
Czernin,

eneral Von Hoffmann togk
the purely military point of view and
complained with great bitterness that the
Russians were using the armistice to
agitate among German soldiers.

According’ to the correspondent there
is a belief among the Russian delegation
that Germany will yleld to the Russian
demands concerning Poland and Lith-
uania, 50 as not to lose the advantage she
gains by seeming to agree with Russia
while the Entenge Allies disagree.

The reasons for wishing the negotia-

tions to be continued at Stockholm are
a desire for greater publicity and this
idea is expressed in a Bolsheviki. state-
ment: “While we recognize that Stock-
holm is not very neutral, it is anyhow
more neutral than German headquart-
ers.”
The Daily News correspondent was
present at the Bolsheviki headquarters
when M. Kamenoff, one of the Russian
peace delegates, presented his report on
the negotiations at Brest-Litovsk.-Among
other things his report showed, he said,
was thet the Germans attempted to bind
Russia to their country by renewal of
the treaty of 1904, which Emperor
Nicholas declined to extend, resulting in
a situation which was one of the causes
of the war. Germany made other pro-
posals, all for the parpose of obtaining
a rosition as the most favored nation.
The Russians stated that they believed
in equality of trade, and that at the very
moment when they were engaged in soc-
ializing industries, nationalizing banks,
etc.,, they could not subscribe to prin-
ciples contrary to socialism.. On this
point, ihe: correspondent says, the Ger-
mans seem to have receded from their
position,

Soldiers Willing to Fight,

Speeches by soldier delegates described
the appalling conditions in the army,
which is disorganized and' practically
starved.

London, Jan. 4—Leon Trotzky is said
by the Petrograd correspondent of the
Exchange Telegraph Company to have
sent a communication to the Persian
government offering to begin negotia-
tions for the withdrawal of Russian
troops’ from Persian territory provided
Turkey will withdraw hers.

The Russian commissioners, the cor-
respondent says, have decided to nego-
tiate with the government of Ukraine on
the basis of recognition of the Ukrainian
republic previded it does not hihder
military operations against General Kale-
dines, the Cossack leader.
