1t is evident that tho farmers of the
country resented the efforts of President
Taft in endeavoring to fasten upon them
an unequal and unjust reciprocity act with
Canada, placing as it did the whole agri-
cultural. interests of the border states in
direet . competitien with the people of a
foreign nation, without giving to.them any
reciproeal benefits.

It i evident also that the manufectur-
ers ‘ofr pulp and peper, who have many
millione -of dellars invested in this great
induetry, did net approve of the action of
the president in  signing the reciprocity
bill paseed by éongress admitting pulp and

conditioned upon any aceeptance by Can-
ada of the reciprocity measure, which, in
faot, was rejected by  the
President Taft, great lawyer as he is, must
have been aware when he signed the act,
that it,made pessible the admission, free
of duty, of pulp and paper from Canada.
He must also have been aware that the
reciproeity act urged by him did not pre-
vent Canada from prohibiting the exporta-
tion to the United States of pulp wood
from the lands controlled by the domin-
ion government.

Under this act to admit free paper and
pulp Oanadian capitalists are purchasing
large amounts of Maine timberlands in
Aroostook eounty planning to float this
lumber from the timberlands situated on
the Allegagh, Aroostook and St. John riv-
ers to the pulg and paper mills of New
Brunswick to be manufactured and then
to be shippel back to the states free of
duty, thus taking from us a supply of na-
tural resourees that our people have a
right to demand shall’ be manufactured
on this side of the border by the pulp and
paper mills of the State of Maine.

APNE RALWY
RBOUT COMPLETED
AFTER K YEARS

Great Engineering Worll Has Cost
$20,000,000 and Many Human
Lives

Geneva, Nov. 7—A great work is near-
|ing completion in the heart of the Alps
which has been carried on during the
last eix yeays at the cost of $20,000,000 and
of many human lives. This is the Ber-
nese Alps Railway—a line which, although
but forty-eight miles in length, has a his-
tory going back seme fifty years.

After many vicigsitudes and a long ser-
ieg of parliamentary debates the scheme of
a line which should trensact the Bernese
Alps waas definitely adopted in 1906, and
the work. was etarted in the same rycar:
It would be no exaggeration to say that
the huilding of the Bernese Alps railway
was one of the most difficult railway en-
gineering feats ever undertaken. Not only
was it necessary to pierce a tunnel
through the immense maeses of the Bern-
ese Alps range, but the line on either gide
of this pine-mile-long tunmel had to be
carried through wild, precipitous country,
where the laying of a railway track was
accompanied by almost insuperable diffi-
culties and many dangers.

The new line starts at Spiez, on the
beautiful Lake of Thun, and proceeds via
Frutigen to Kandersteg, where the north-
ern portal of the great tunnel is gituated.
The firet aection of the line, from Spiez
to Frutigen, has been apen for some time,
and here the trials of the powerful elec-
tric locometives destined for the Lotach-
berg eervice have taken place. These elec-
tric locomotives are the mest powerful ak
terpating ourrent locomotives in the
world, and each can do the work of two
Gothard steam locomotives, being capable
of hauling & train of 310 tong on a grad-
jent of 1.37 at a epeed of twenty-six miles
an hour.

The line i carried over a magnificent
viaduct of thirteen arches after leaving
Frutigen, and thence follows the left side
of the Kandersteg Valley. A series of
fine embankments, graceful bridges and
viaducts overeomes the natural obstacles
offered hy the terrain, and midway be-
tween Frutigen end Kenderstek there 16
an interesting point where the railway de-
scribes a gigantic loop, and the track cross-
es three times at different levela.

At Kendersteg the line enters the tun-
nel, which was four and a half years m
the making, and emerges on the other side
of the mountain range at Goppeustein n
the wild Lotschen Valley. Here, in this
avalanche-swept spot, elaborate . precau-
tions have been taken to prevent the de-
gtruction of the line by falla of smow
masses, barriere having been congtrueted
at intervals up the motntain side to break
their force, while the track iteelf is

THE BURYING HABIT OF DOGS-

Most people at one time or another have
observed a dog burying a bone, and have
said to themselves:—“The dog has had as
much food as he requires, and is burying
the bone so that he may go to the spet
and dig it up again when he is hungry.”

The same dog one day brought a large
bone into a room, and at once proceeded
to dig an imaginary hole in the carpet, in-
to which he carefully placed the bone. He
then, with his nose Elled in the hole with
imaginary earth, and after removing the
imaginary earth from his toes by scratch-
ing backwards, walked away perfectly hap-
py, the bone lying on the carpet all the
time. The whole performance was most
ludicrous to watch, but the dog was most
serious throughout.

At another time I was shoating in Nor-
folk—partridge driving. It was a stormy
day and ‘at luncheon we had only seven-
teen partridges and one hare. We lunched
at the keepers’ cottage, and the game was
laid out in front of the cottage door. Two
retrievers—one a keeper's dog—were left
outside. When we came out from luncheon
only one partridge and the hare were to
be seey. We suspected tramps, as the road
was near at hand; but some one saw some
feathers in the garden, from which pota-
toes had recently been lifted, and on in-
vegtigation it proved to be one of the par-
tridges, which had been buried by the
dogs. We then hunted the whole garden,
and found all the partridges more or less
buried except one, which we eventually
found in the kennel of a retriever which
was chained up near by. They probably
gave him this one to play with, as he could
not join in the fun. All the birds were
quite unharmed.

The last case is that of a non-sporting
da_)g burying an inanimate object. A little
nieece of mine, who seems to have a won-
derful power over dogs and other animals,
has a small Yorkshire terrier. This little
dog was exceedingly jealous of a large
Teddy bear which I had given her. Seeing
how jealous the dog was ,the little girl
used to tease him by fondling the Teddy
bear. This used to make him perfectly
furious, and he gave vent to his feelings
in unmistakable manner. One morning the
gardner saw the little dog carrying the
Teddy bear across the garden. The dog
took it to the shrubbery, where he dug a
hig hele and consigned poor Tedy to his
last resting place. It wae never found,
so the grave must have been deep. In this
instance there could have been no question
