London, July 25—Speaking in the house 
of commons today on the estimate for the 
committee on imperial defence, The Right 
Hon. Mr. Asquith, prime minister, made 
an important statement.

Reviewing the composition and the work 
of the committee since the vote was last 
discussed in the house of commons, he 
said that the committee has had upon at 
least two occasions the opportunity for 
showing the elasticity of its composition. 
Last year they had the pleasure of 
moning the premiers of all the self-govern­
ing dominions to their meeting. The sec­
ond occasion was when the Right Hon. 
Mr. Bordèn, Premier of Canada, and his 
colleagues attended the meeting last week. 
He was glad to say that they would at­
tend again next week and he hoped they 
would arrive at some satisfactory agree­
ment.
Important Committees.

Dealing with the work of the commit­
tees, he said, there were four permanent 
Bub-committees which were practically in 
constant session. The first was the home 
port defence committee. It had sent not 
less than twenty-five reports to the main 
committee, which received the approval of 
the admiralty and war office, and to the 

. majority of these reports effect had already 
been given.

These reports referred to the best means 
of providing for the defence of all vulner­
able points around our shores. The sec­
ond sub-committee was the overseas com­
mittee which had to deal with a large 
number of matters, concerning the de­
fence not only of the crown colonies but of 
the self-governing colonies, Egypt and In­
dia.

The trade sub-committee was appointed 
last year and he attached the greatest 
importance to it. It was a sub-committee 
for co-ordination of the parliamentary 
action on the outbreak of war. It had al­
ready compiled a war book which definite­
ly assigned to each department the report 
for action under every head of war policy.

The fourth sub-committee was called the 
air committee. It dealt with all matters 
of aerial navigation, both military and 
naval.

Other temporary sub-committees were 
constantly sitting to deal with various 
matters, amongst which he mentioned inter­
nal transportation, overseas transport and 
wireless telegraphy throughout the empire.

Mr. Asquith affirmed that this commit­
tee had no influence on policy and al­
though it dkl not determine policy its 
elusions v^Fe necessarily governed by re­
ference to our international relations.

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NEW ALLAN LINERS Beware of Cheap ImitationsI & Constantinople, July 25—A group of 
Turkish military officers today lodged a 
demand with the president of the chamber 
of deputies that the chamber be closed 
within twenty-four hours.

The military leagues demand that the 
Turkish chamber of deputies be dissolved 
is based on the contention that the house 
is packed with the nominees of the com­
mittee of Union and Progress.

The military league has threatened to 
enforce its demand for a dissolution of the 
chamber by having the army divisions at 
Monaetir, Salonika and Uskub, together 
with the Albanian insurgents, martïh on 
Constantinople. Hilmi Pasha, the minister 
of justice, in the newly formed cabinet, 
headed by Moukhtar Pasha the Grand 
Vizier, said in an interview of Tuesday 
last that the government did not contemp­
late dissolution of the chamber but in­
tended to repeal all the illegal measures 
of the late government such as the law 
against public meetings and the press.

It AT SMALL COST LOADED WAGON FOUND 

NEAR CROUCHVILEE
New York, July 25—A cable from Lon­

don says:
Twenty-four police today mounted guard 

over Lord Davenport’s residence and the 
park which surrounds it. Another detail 
patrolled‘the approaches to the park. Lord 
Davenport is the employer for whose death 
thousands of striking dock workers prayed 
publicly on Tower Hill yesterday. The 
precautions were taken for fear of an at­
tempt to assassinate him.

Lord Davenport, who as chairman of 
the port of London, incurred the strikers’ 
hatred by refusing to move an inch to­
ward a settlement of the struggle, was as 
determined as ever today, though it 
said he was deeply perturbed by yester­
day’s demonstration of the intensity of the 
feeling against him.

A charitable apd kindly man in private 
life, today’s reviews ranked his lordship 
as one of the old school of English cap­
tains of industry. The men of hie class 
and time have felt that the foundations 
of government and of religion itself were 
involved in the employers’ complete vic- 
toiqr oyer the riotous dock workers.

W. Walden, a prominent Demo­
crat, last night by Perry Wallin, a Re­
publican leader, has fanned a smouldering 
political feud in the Black water district 
to a threatened outbreak. All through the 
mountain district the clans are lining up.

The coming trial of 200 mountaineers, 
charged with vote selling, is causing the 
local authorities to make preparations for 
the protection of the court and jury. They 
fear an outbreak paralleling the tragedy at 
Millsville last March when, with the ex­
ception of one man, the entire human 
fabric of the court was wiped out.

Judge Skeen today got a message from 
the mountains, reading:

“There are thirty-eight in our party. Be­
fore we will submit to going to jail we will 
die and go to hell.”

BIG STRIKE ON G. Tl P.
Vancouver, B. C., July 25—Two thou­

sand members of the I. W. W. have gone 
on strike on the Grand Trunk Pacific, be­
tween Hazelton and Bums Lake, a dis­
tance of 180 miles. Burns Lake is a short 
distance northwest of Fort George. The 
men quit work last night.

For weeks there has been talk of a 
strike in the north, but as was the case 
with the northern strike, no demands 
have been made on construction contract­
ors for higher wages or changed condi­
tions.

The X. W. W. plan is apparently to tie 
things up for this fall and delay the nego­
tiations so seriously that work cannot be 
resumed before spring. The contractors 
have wired provincial government for 
soldiers and special police to be sent 
north immediately.
