An alarm was given. here and as soon
as possible a special train took out about
sixty firemen wno rendered excellent ser-
vice in eaving part of the lumber in the
yard. Some also went out in automobiles.
The loss is estimated at $20,000, partly cov-
vered by insurance. The company have n
the pond nearly a million feet of logs
which will be sawed by portable mills. The
mill will not be rebuilt this year.

NEW QUEBED BRDGE

Men Have to Be Examined Every
Day By Doctor to See. if They
Are Physically Fit

Quebec, Aug. 23—Work on the sinking
of the caissons for the new Quebec bridge
is in active operation and operations are
proceeding with day and night gangs. M.
P. and J. T. Davis are carrying on the
work, which will provide for the building
of the main pier for the structure,
This caisson, which measures ninety by 180
feet and forty feet in height, has already
reached a depth of thirty-feet underneath
the river bed.

The number of men employed is 700.
Out of this number, there are more than
300 commonly known as “sand hogs” em-
ployed at excavation work inside the hugs
box. They are divided into three shifts
of 100 or more at a time and work eight
hours and rest sixteen.

These men, who are daily examined by
a resident physician, must be in perfect
physical condition to be allowed to work.
