Dear Eunice:—

When you cook your rice do you boil 
it in plenty of water? A cup of rice 
in three quarts of boiling water should 
be boiled twenty minutes. Take up in 
colander. (Have you one?) Buy it be­
cause you will need one. Let cold wat­
er run over it a couple of minutes to 
cool and plump it. Set colander back 
over hot water to keep warm. The cup 
of rice, uncooked, may serve rice for 
dessert with cream and sugar, and rice 
for stAk and enough for two little in­
dividual rice puddings.

If you decide to make a pudding that 
needs a mold, don’t buy. one, use those 
little Brown Betty cups- They are just 
the right size.
