O ISSUES.
WARNING AS 0
WAR OF FUTURE

Does Not Trust Germans to
Accept Defeat

Says Her Neighbors Must
Keep Up Armies and Re-
tain Strong Frontiers and
Record of German History
Furnishes the Reason.

Paris, May 19—Warning that France
must, in the midst of peace, make pre-
parations for future wars was utteréd by
Marshal Foch, who presided at the an-
nual meeting of the Polytechnic School
for Army Engineers today. Discussing
lessons of the great war, he said the
present economic struggle is the first
part of the peace programme, but pre-

paration for war is the second part.
