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Judge Lampman Upholds Con­
viction in First Case for 
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Popularly Regarded as Hav­

ing a Chance

London Chronicle Outlines Ca­
binet’s Policy Regarding 

House of Lords
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■Approval of any efforts made by the 

police to stop the sale of liquor to men 
already under the influence was ex­
pressed by Judge Lampman Wednes­
day, In giving judgment in the appeal 
of Thomas McManus, proprietor of the 
California hotel, against his conviction 
in the police court for this offence.

The facts recited by his honor in his 
judgment were that 6n February 7t.h 
a man who had had too much went 
into the bar of the California and was 
given a glass of beer, for which offence 
against the lat^ McManus was fined 
$40 and costs. The evidence showed 
that McManus was playing cards in a 
room off the bar, that he did not see 
the man until a constable came in and 
had him put out, that he had warned 
his bartender not to serve men under 
the influence and 'that the notice con­
taining the warning against this breach 
of the law was posted at the end of the 
bar. On these grounds Frank Higgins, 
for the appellant, had argued that he 
should not have bçen fined for an of­
fence of which he knew nothing. Mc­
Manus, however, had not delegated to 
the barman the oversight of the bar 
and was within call, ready to act in 
any case that required his attention. 
If a licensee chose to become 
grossed in a game of cards that he 

.did not know what was going oh in his 
bar it made no difference whether the 
game was going on in the bar or miles 
away, he was responsible for what took 
place: It might seem hard at first 
blush to convict a man for something 
that he did not know was being done, 
but the intent of the Legislature evi­
dently was to make the law severe in 
this regard. Therefore the appeal must 
be dismissed.

His honor expressed a desire to hear 
what counsel had to say as to the 
amonut of the fine, and some argu­
ment followed from W. C. Moresby, 
who has been acting in the matter for 
the Attorney-General's department, 
and Frank Higgins. As McManus had 
nei-er been convicted before and as this 
was the first case of a coviction for 
selling to a drunken man, at least In 
several years, the fine was reduced to 
$25 and costs.

“In reducing this fine from $40, which 
I think is too near the maximum un­
der the circumstances, to $25 (the mini­
mum being $20), I do not want to be 
understood as at all countenancing the 
offence," said his honor. “I think the 
authorities are to be congratulated on 
endeavoring to free the liquor traffic 
of one of its worst features. For a long 
time the chief effort seems to have 
been to keep people from getting a 
drink after hours, not mudh of an, in­
iquity in itself, although the effort to 
enforce the. law was quite -proper, 
whereas anyone can see that it is far 
more iniquitous and immoral to sell to 
a drunken man. The authorities, as I 
say, are to be congratulated and no 
doubt if they follow up tjiis course it 
will have a very

The importance of the building of 
the new wharf cannot be overesti­
mated. It is the first visible step to­
wards the establishment of the new 
steamship line which will help to bring 
Victoria into her own as a shipping 
centre. That it will assuredly be fol­
lowed by the establishment of Can­
adian Northern wharves on the site 
farther up the harbor is the genefal 
opinion around town.

Carter stated that the important fea­
ture of the work of the mediators will 
be to determine just what phases of 
the differences are the proper subjects 
of arbitration.

The railroad officials and the fire­
men have agreed that the subject of 
wages is a matter for arbitration. The 
firemen, however, insist that the ques­
tion of the representation in the union 
and other technical phases of the rela­
tions of the companies and the 
should also be submitted to arbitra­
tion.

The railroad officials to-day express 
confidence that mediation will be suc­
cessful. They say that the danger of a 
strike is over.

Carter told a reporter for the United 
SPress to-day that he will not counten­
ance delay under any pretext whatso­
ever, and made it clear that he will 
demand that Knapp and Neill take ac­
tion immediately upon their arrival.

•“It will be pretty difficult to tell th<e 
chairman of the interstate 
commission and the United States 
commissioner of labor to ‘hurry up*, ” 
said Carter, “but we will have to make 
it clear to them by our actions that we 
cannot permit delay."
