Harry then 
swore witness never to telL Harry got 
the horse and waggon, backed it up over 
three steps of the front platform, came in 
and the three carried him out head first, 
turning in the bar-room the bead'from the 
counter. Blood dropped, some in the 
hall. By Harry’s direction witness got in 
the waggon and turned the seat round. 
They gave him a jerk in the waggon and 
laid him on his back, head towards left 
side, towards Point du Chene. Harry 
asked witness to go, refused ; asked Eliza 
to go, and she refused. He then drove 
away. All came in. (Hatchet shown. ) 
Witness says the handle was longer. She 
never saw it in the bar-room before that 
night. .She used the bed cord for a swing, 
and Mrs. Osborne said to put it back, it 
was not theirs (Osborne’s.) Witness put 
it back in the room, it was an old rope, 
don’t know how many strands—looked 
about two strands. (Rope shown and 
identified as about the size). (Stone pro­
duced, but looked longer than the one 
used.) Harry used a dark shaded horse, 
and a light express waggon. She knew a 
Frenchman was there with a waggon con­
taining barrels one time, but she don’t 
know when. It was between, two and 
three o’clock that Harry drove away. It 
wras not dark ; could see the Johnson 
House and drug store plain. The win. 
dows around the front door were covered 
with yellow and green cotton blinds. A 
man came in and got a drink while Mc­
Carthy was there drinking. No 
spoke ; she heard liifn coming in.

Dr. Tuck asked witness if anything was 
said by or to him.

Mr. Palmer objected, as witness had 
just said no one spoke.

His Honor thought witness said no one 
spoke while he was coming in. The 
question was put and answered in the ne­
gative.

Witness said he was nothing like as old 
looking as Dr. Tuck. He seemed about 
29 or 27. (Dr. Tuck thought he felt bet­
ter than it she had said 46.) Witness de­
scribed «the stranger as before. Eliza and 
M rs. Osborne went into the sitting-room 
after Harry left with the body. They 
said nothing. Witness stood in the 
front door (which was open six or 
eight inches) while Harry was gone. 
Harry told lier he put him a mile above 
the Scadouc bridge. Witness then went 
up stairs, and Mrs. Osborne called her 
and directed her to wash up the blood, 
which she did by scrubbing half the bar­
room and the stairs at the hall. During 
this Harry, Eliza and Mrs. Osborne re­
mained in the ladies’ sitting room. Next 
morning they took breakfast in the kitchen; 
no one but the family were present. 
W itness offered Harry ten cents for the 
shell off McCarty’s chain and lie wouldn’t 
sell it, (shell and watch shown and iden­
tified. ) Don’t know of seeing any of the 
money afterwards. Saw both coats next 
morning. Mrs. Osborne took the over­
coat up-stair. Never saw the rubber 
again, but saw the overcoat in the clothes 
press. Mr. Osborne asked whose coat it 
was and tried it on. He was sick and 
could not put the sleeves on. Mrs. Os­
borne then put it away. Osborne thought 
witness would tell about the murder, and 
asked if she shared the7 mo 
borne answered no. She took no money 
and said she would always live with them.

The Court then adjourned until Monday 
at 2 o’clock. Meanwhile the Jury were to 
visit Shediac. To all appearance a search­
ing investigation is being made. Ladies 
contribute largely to the audiences.

MANCHESTER HOUSE. On Thursday the Court opened at 10 

a. m. The trial of John Osborne was re­
newed.

Damien White was the first witness call­
ed for the prosecution, hie evidence was 
much the same as that given at the July 
trial relative to the finding of McCarthy’s 
body, the clothing worn by deceased at 
the time, and as to the rope to which the 
stone was attached. He thought a wag­
gon could not easily get to the river down 
the bank through the gap indicated.

Philip Vautour corroborated the evi­
dence of previous witness without giving 
any new facts.

At the afternoon Session Stephen Mc­
Carthy, brother of the deceased, was ex­
amined, but his evidence did not contain 
any new facts in addition to those given 
at the former trial

James Iuglis was next examined as to 
the state of the Scadouc river and the diffi­
culty of getting a waggon down the bank 
of the river.

Coroner Hanington was put on the stand 
Saturday morning, aud described the ap­
pearance of McCarthy’s body after it was 
taken from the River, exhibited a plan of 
Osborne’s house and its surroundings, etc., 
etc. Dr. Tuck suggested that an opportunity 
to visit the Scadouc be afforded the jury at 
once before a snow storm may render the lo­
calities very difficult to observe. Saturday 
was then agreed upon for the visit. It 
was further agreed that no person but the 
Sheriff accompany them, aud no tamper­
ing і whatever, in any way, l>e allowed.

Also, that they be allowed to use their 
own discretion in observation. If necess­
ary they be allowed a horse and wagon to 
try the experiment of driving down the 
bank and backing up to the front door of 
the Waverley.

Mr. Henry Braithwaite, who has just 
returned to Fredericton from a seven 
weeks’ hunting expedition in the north­
western angle of Northumberland brings 
back a report which will be likely to 
stimulate others to follow in hie footsteps. 
He went up the south-west Miranrtichi, to 
the mouth of the Clear Water, 20 milea 
above Boiestown, and from thence polled a 
canoe 25 miles up that stream. He then 
travelled N. N. E., to the head of the 
Nepisquit. The country paaseed through 
he reports to be entirely unfit for cultiva­
tion, but there was much lumber on the 
N. B. Railway Company’s lands and but 
little on those of the Crow n. Trout here 
are abundant in nearly all the lakes and 
some of the fish were of very large size. 
The best fishing ^ found was on one of 
the little south-west lakes, where the 
trout were so large that they frequently 
broke his tackle. The result of his ex­
pedition was the killing of 1 moose, 25 
beavers, 8 minks,2 otterr, 9 sables, 1 loup- 
cervier, 1 black cat, 3 wild geese, 8 ducks, 
two brant, 60 partridges, 63 muskrats 
aud several bushels of trout. He was ac- 

panied by one assistant only. On 
Monday last the enow was 18 inches deep 
on the head of Clear Water. He did not 
meet a man nor hear the sound of an axe 
except that of his own and his companion’s 
during the whole of hie seven weeks’ so-
