Newfoundland and the Dominion.

We pring, in another column, an
article trom the Gloucester, Muss.,
Times, on the subject of the proposed
union of Newfoundland with Canada.
The Gloucester paper presents, perhaps,
the strongest existing argument in
favor of the inclusion ot the old colony
in the Canadian confederation. In the
times, years. ago, when feeling ran very
high between the peoples of the United
States and the British Provinces of the
North American seabourd, the fisher-
men of the former did about as they
plessed on the consts of Nova Scotia,
Prince Edward Island and Newtound-
land, where, the annual visits of “the
Yankee fishermen” were a source of
terror in many localities. For the last
thirty-five or forty years, however —
and especially since Confederation—
different conditions have existed. The
rights of British Awericans on our
coasts have been better nnderstood and
protection extended to them in such a
way as to command respect; 80, when
the United States fisherman now
wants anything belonging to British
subjects in the way of property or
privilege, he has learned that he must
pay for it. He still has the best of ic
in the international arrangements, how-
ever, and realises that should there bea
union of Newfoundlsnd with the Do-
minion it will not be made with the
ohject of helping the United States,
but for the consolidation of British
interests in North America,and partica-
Alarly in order that the benefits of the
natural and other advantages possessed
by the united provinces and the colony
may accrue to their people.

The Times is mistaken in saying that
the Cunadian admiuistration’s policy s
hostile to New England. For a long ume
United States tishermen enjoyed privi-
leges on our coasts which were of greas
value, while our people received hittle or
rothiog in return. We were shut cat of
that country by their protective tar:ff,
while they enjoyed both our markets and
our fishing privileges; and when we
aseerted our rights in a much less drastic
way than they had been accustomed to
prutect similar ones of theirs, they set up
the cry of Lostility. After all, there is no
hostility in the wa‘ter on either side, we
suppose. It is oniy the self-protectien
which our neighbors have taught us by
example. We give them the privilege of
buying but at & nominal churge, and 1f
we should terminate the modus vivendi
it would ouly be puttiog a stop to what
they would, probably never have grauted,
had they bee. in vur place.

Canada will, of course, have to sacrifice
somethiny in making sstisfactory terms
with Nawfoundland, should that eolony
euntertain the ides of joining us, and it
may happen that the greatest cmnpensa-
tion to the cvautry at large will be secur
ed throagh possession of the fishery
privileges on wh'eh the New E.gland
pper sets so high a value, for Canads
will be ia & positiomto make use of the
necessities of the Uuited S:ates fishermen
in enforcing her demaund for a quid pro
quoin other d¢partments of commerce,

The fear thet Canrda will *‘put the
screwson”’ to the extent of shutting her
neighbors out from their bait supply is,
we think, groundless. Cunada would
continue the bait privilege,but our cousine
might be required to give us compensation
in the way of relief from reatrictious with
which they hand cap us in their marke s.

It can make httle difference to the
people slong thy soothern shores of New-
foondland whe her the fisheries there are
prosecuted by British or Yankee Ameri-
cans. In either cuse they would have the
same empl yment and the same remunera
uon for the.r work as they now have, and,
in addition, get from their fellow Cana-
1ians such supplies of food and clothing
as they ueed much more cheaply than at
preseut, fur they would have absolutely
free trade w th the rest of the Dominion,

The New E.gland outery against the
inclusion of Newfoundland in tne Domin.
ion confederacy is a natwial one, -for it
will render the people of that colony
entirely indepencent of the Yunkee fisher-
man. 1f Nesfoundlind jrins Cunads it
will mean new activities in connection
with all its 1@v0oarces, and its rich fishery
possibilities #1ll be further developed ins
very short time by its own people, who
will soon learn that they are a part of the
ficst and greatest wember of the E.npire,
and no longer dependent wupon their
United States neighbors as hewera of
wood and drawers of water, and their
provinve will, with its great resources,
become one of ' the richest and mo t in-
fluential members of the British confeder-
acy in Americs.

_puiat out that while 66 Gloucester schooners
procured liceuses 10 Newfoundland waters
last wenson o buy bait, vo less than 99
Caunadian vesssls did the same, w0 it will
read ly be seen what an immense boon 1t
will be to the Domiaion to obtain control—
abeolute and direct—of this important lever
in controliing the deep-seas fi-heries of the
North Atlantie. It 1s impossible to suppose
then, in view bf the well known attitude of
the Ottawa cabinet on this bait fishery quen-
tion that Cauada will iefrain from *‘pusting
the screws on,” if she can absorb this colony.
That wiil mean that the New Englaad tisher-
men must prepsre themselvas to face a com.
pletely attered situation. If they are

Tae present
American twiff which imposes aduty of
'h.lf a cent a pound on .l tish brought into
United States ports in foreign  bottome,
makes it impossible for the Newfouudland
or Canadian fishermen to eaysge 10 thie
indu<try uander existing conditious, but
should N :wfoundland enter vhe Dowinion,
it would then be possible to turn the tables
on the Americans and control the tishery
from that end. The svuthern fishermen of
Newfonadland, who do the big trade with
the Americans, are not desirons of any
chauge, and will oppose aonfederation with
sll their might, but the fishermen on the
east and north coast who have but littie
counection with t ¢ Yankee vesseln are more
euser for union, becsuse they believe is will
better their own conditun. At the same
t.me, if the United States tishermen are
exc'uded from Newfoundland waters it will
bw a serious loss t) the Newfouadiand coast-
to k, for the American schooners are ¢ o-
stantly ruuning in and out from the banks
duriog the fishing weason ; they purchase
bait, ice aud store+ in Newfouudland
harbors ; they crew their vessels in great
part with Newfiundland men, and they
spend their money geuerously, It is the
same vay with the froz:n heriiug adustry
ebch winter, Placentin, Fortums+ and Bay
of Islaods are enriched by & generous dis-
tribution of A neriou g ld, tor not alome is
the large suni expended in buyiog herring,
but alinost ax much mo-e 1a psid out for the
handling of them, becauve the crews are too
amall for this and gangs of coastfolk have to
:be employed about the vewseir. For these

o/ ressons the snuthern wesboard will oppose
