there was not going to be another do-
mestic loan immediately and that the
country was going to borrow in the
United States.

Sir Thomas White said Canada had
been buying more goods from the Unit-
ed States than any other country and
now it was simply buying money. Sir
Thomas went on to state that trans-
actions in time of war could not be
judged by the standards of peace, He
referred to the first Canadian loan of
$45,000,000 in Ndw York as the most
useful ever made by Canada. In con-
nection with its negotiations he paid

Taylor of the Bank of Montreal, which
had acted for the government. The
loan, he said, had been followed by the
establishment of a first class market
for Canadian securities of the higher
class in New York.

Replies to Critics,
Sir Thomas then replied to Liberal

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criticisms of want of economy in his
administration. When war broke out
he said, the comstruction of public
works had been continued that more
unemployment might not be added to
the chaotic financial state of the time.
Public opinion, too, would not have
supported the steppage of construction
on the National Transcontinental,
since it would have resulted in grave
injury to the line, on the Quebec
bridge, which would also have deteri-
orated, As regards the Welland Canal

‘I no new sections had been contracted

for since the war had broken out. The
government’s gemeral policy had been
that it had embarked on no new pub-
lic works of any kind since last June.
Turning to the increase in the pub-
lic debt the finance minister said the
question was not whether the debt was
increased but whether the money bor-
rowed had been wisely expended. As
for the debt, he presented figures con-
trasting the Ldiberal record which
showed an Increase of $79,000,000 in
the debt from 1903 to 1911, with the
government position in 1914, when the
public debt had been $5,000,000 less
than when it took office. Then came
the war, and as a result there had to
be added to the debt—apart from
purely war expenses—$50,000,000 ne-
cessitated by the fact that Canada's
revenues had been cut in half. Sir
Thomas then took up Mr. Pugsley’s re-
peated assertion that there were twen-
ty-eight million dollars of estimates
which the govérnment retained but
did not intend to pend according to
the-budget speechiddf.the finance min-
ister. The latter isald his budget
speech had contaimed nothing of the
sort. Mr. Pugsley bhad proceeded on
the assumption there was no differ-
ence between estimates and expenses.
As a matter of fact there were always
lapses, In 1910-11, there had been a
difference between expenditure and
estimates of seventeen millions; in
1911-12 of twenty-nine millions; and
now there was a difference of twenty-
eight millions. The estimates were
items which had been voted by parlia-
ment but as the policy of the govern-
ment was to proceed with no works
not under contract, many of them
would have to walt until conditions
permitted their commencement. Sir
Thomas quoted the statement of Mr.
Melding, the Liberal finance minister
in 1907, that a considerable portion of
his estimates would not be expended
during the year,

Mr. E. M. MacDonald asked the fin.
ance minister why his expenditures
had increased during past years, when
Canada’s population had remained sta-
tionary. The minister pointed out in
reply that trade had not remained sta-
tionary, having Increased from $800,-
000,000 In 1912 to $1,200,000,000 this
year, and that as regards population,
immigration durigg the few years pre-
vious to the outbreak of the war had
been the greatest in the country’s his-
tory. As for increases in expenditure
he pointed out that under the Liberal
regime expenditures had been fifty per
‘cent. larger in 1911 than in 1906.
Mr. E. M. MacDonald sald Mr. Field-
ing's statement could have no possible
reference to the situation fn 1916. The
Pictou member went on to cite instan-
ces in post office expenses as an indi-
cation of extravagance. In reply the
finance minister said a mere state-
ment that expenses had Increased
proved nothing, since he had neglected
to take into account additional expen-
ditures on parcel post and rural malil
delivery,

Resolution Adopted.

Dr. Clark said that a loan floated in
the United States simply meant an
increase in buying from that country.
The reciprocity treaty would have in-
creased trade in both directions. He
wondered, since the minister favored
a loan from the United States that he
did not see his way to granting free
wheat and thus make it possible for
Canada to sell to the United States
as well as buying from that country.
Moreover he pointed out the loan and
the interest upon it woild have to ba
paid. He hoped the minister would
once again become a free trader as he
was in his youth.

Mr. Glass, of East Middlesex, taking
up the reference to rural credits, ex-
pressed his approval of what the min-
ister had already done for the farm-
ers by providing for loans on grain
and livestock, He hoped that Sir Tho-
mas would still further broaden the
banking system for the bemefit of the
agricultural community.

The resolution was then adopted
and the bill founded upon it was intro-
duced.
