DEFEAT IN COMMONS INDUCES
GOVERNMENT TO YIELD TO
CERTAIN URGED REFORMS

Foremost Among Them is a
Return to Cabinet Respon-
sibility and More Regular
Attendance of Premier.

IRISH QUESTION

Cabinet Committee Having
Question in Hand Will Not
be Able to Make Report
This Session.

London, Oct. 27.—Last week's de
feat in the House of Commons and
the seriousness of the country's
finances revealed in the revised estl
mates submitted to parliament today,
showing that the estimated deficit for
the  year exceeds £447,000,000, In
stead of £250,000,000, as fixed in the
budget, seems to have induced the
Government to yield certain reforms
long demanded by the press.

Foremost among these demands was
that for a return to cabinet responai-

iy and also more regular attend-
auce of the Prime Ministes in the
Hounse of Commons. The former ap
parently has been granted in the an-
nouncement of a return to the peace
time form of cabinet, wheraby all the
uiinisters will ba responsible for the
gdscisions tnken, instead of the few
ministens forming the war cabinet.

With regard to the second demand,
an inspired statement w ssued to-
night to the effect that as soon as his
duties in connection with the Peace
Qonference are ended, the Premier
will revert to his old practice of por
sonally answering questions in the
House. He will begin by doing this
once weekly, and later may attend
or two days.

The cabinet, at a meeting today,
drafted a motion which will be pro-
posed by Right Hon. Aus:en Chamber-
lain, Chancellor of the dxchequer, on
Wednesday, “that this House, realiz-
iug the serious effects upon the trade
and industry of the nation of the
enormous financial burdens resulting
from the war, promises its hearty
support to the Government in all
feasonable proposals, however dfastic
for the reduction of expendltu{e and
the diminution of debt.”

It is expected that the debate ou
illis motion and - the amendments
moved by the independent Liberals
and Laborites will extend over at
lcast three days. The Laborites ad-
vocate a levy on capital and the re.
version to the state of all fortunes
made as a result of the war.

The Irish question still provides tha
Government with a difficult problem,
and it is stated that the cabinet com;
mittee having the matter under con-
gideration wid not likely be able to
presenh a satisfactory scheme in the
limited time now available. Tt is
thought that the Government will be
compelled to introduce a bill, again
postponing the operation of the Homu
Rule Act, which otherwise would be
come automatically operative with the
fcrmal ending of the war.

Opposition Attitude Suggests

Time Yet.

Ottawa, Oct. 28—The failure of the
Commons to get the Grand Trunk
bill out of committee stage yester-
day, makes prorogation of parliament
this week a practical impossibility.
With only two of the twelve clauses
of the bill disposed of, consideration
of the measure in committee is cer-
tain to take up another day or two
The bill cannot reach the Semate un-
til the middle of the week and the
debate in the upper house is certaln
to occupy several daye.

Although the attitude of the Oppo-
gition in the House yesterday sug-
gested the possibility of the Liberals
keeping up the fight for a long time,
they sy that they have no intention
of persisting. in thelr opposition to
an unusual length, It hag occurped
to suggest that the Bl might have
to put through by closure, the gov.
ernment stating that the opposition
have as much time as they d‘eezire to
consider it.

While the government {s confid-
ently counting on a majority for the
jrand Trunk legislation when the
bill reaches the Senate, It Is realiz
ofd that the margin of safety for the
measure may not be a wide one and
that the situation is one which will
keep the ministerial whips on the al-
ert untii the final vote is taken,

This being the situation in the
upper house ,the progress of the bill
in that chamber will be watched with
intense interest at the capital. Then
the railway legislation is finally out
of the way In the commons, it is an-
ticipated that the government’'s pro-
hibition legislation will be proceed-
ed with,

There have been rimors this week
that these bills would be dropped for
the session. but there has been no
official intimation from the govern-
ment to warrant such an assumption.

The indications are they will ba
proceeded with. The amendment to
the Dominfon Temperance Act, the
more important of the two bills, will
make provision for bone dry prohi-
bition in any’ province following an
affirmative vote on a referendum
taken on the authorization of a resolu-
tion passed by a provincial legls-
lature.

It is expected that the report of
the special committee of the. com-
mons ,which under the chalrmanship
of Hon. J. A, Calder, has been consid-
ering the bill to amend the act re-
lating to soldiers’ clvil re-establish-
ment will make its report to the com-
mons today. The house will probably
devote a couple of days to the discus-
glon of the report and the bill to
which it relates.

‘Washington, Oct. 2—Legislation de-
signed to Americanize allens is @on-
tained in a bill reported today by the
senate committee whicl mvestigated
the steel strike. The bill, which was
placed on the calendar with a view to
early consideration, provides for co-
operation between the states and the
federal government in educating al-
iens.

In presenting the bill, Senaior
Kenyon of Iowa, chairman of the com-
mittee, emphasized education of illit-
erate aliens as a measure to curb
radicalism.

“Give those illiterate allens a chance
to ‘become good citizens,” said Chair-
man Kenyon, “and after that if they
do not do it they ought to be compel
led to leave the country.”

Referring to the anniversary of the
birth of former President Roosevelt
Senator Kenyon said he was “the
supreme American” and It was fitting
that the Americanization bill should
be launched on his birthday.
