SPECIAL MEETING.

The Railway Committee of the Couaty
Council and their legal adviser, Mr. Blake,
on the one part, and Mr. Gait and
Mr. Richardson on the part of Messrs.
Blocklow & Vaughan, Bondholders, having
agreed toa Bill to be submitted to Parlia-
ment, a special meeting was ealled for the
purpose of giving the County Council aa op-
tunity of examining and adopting or re-
Jeoting the Bill.

The Council Assembled on Wednesday
last at one o'clock, & quoram being present,
and R. R. 3mith Esq., the Warden in the
Chair,

The Warden explained the reason for
calling the meeting. In addition ¢o the Rail-
way matier, he mentioned another smbject,
which it was for the Council to say whether
they would take astion or not. é
to that there was'a great scareity
seed in the County of Renfrew, Many
there were badly off both for seed and pro
visions. A bill had been introduced into
Parliament for the purpose of empowering
Couaty Conneils to raise funds to procure
secd where destitution prevailed, and he
thought something should be donme in the
matter, as there could be no doubt the ne-
cessity existed in the County of Rentrew at
least. If it was thought advisable to take
action in the matter, a special meeting for
this parpose could be called at the close of
the present session.

Mr. A. McDougall brought in the Re-
port of the Railway Committee. Before
reading it he wished to make a few remarks.
At its last session, the Council appointed
two legal gentlemen of the place to
draft a Bill, embodyinz the views of the
Council, He (Mr. McD.) as Chairman of
the Railway Committee, had determined on
procuring this draft to take the best legal
advice possible for the purpose of protect-
ing the interest of the Municipalities. He
had waited a fortnight for Mr. Fraser to
make out the draft which he was employed
to do, and at last, after writing"to Mr.
Fraser to have the work accomplished, he
came to Perth on Wednesday, bat found
that nothing had been done. Mr. Kraser
promised to have everything ready on Satur-
day and send the documents. Saturday
came but no documents. On Monday after
he (Mr. McD.) wrote to Mr. Berford, re-
questing him. to call on Mr. McMartin and
Fraser, and if they had still done mnothing,
to procure the documsznts in their
sion and forward them to him (Mr. MeD.)
at Smith's Falis. This Mr. Berford did,
and Mr. Fruser then came down to Smith's
Falls, and had an interview with him at
which he promised to have the required
draft prepared the next day, when Mr. Mec-
Martin would take the documents to Smith's
Fails, and Mr. McDougall was to be at the
Depot to meet Mr. McMartin and receive
them. He was at the cars, but no Mr.
McMartin nor any documents. He was
thus compelled to proceed to Toronto with-
out any ofthe nocessary dodimiefits to~take
with him, and he might state through Mr.
Fraser's carelessness the Counties were put
to a great deal of unnecessary expense, for
be found when be arrived at Toronto, that
the legal gentleman he came to consult (Mr.
Blake)bhad gone to Hamiltcn. He saw Mr,
Galt, who informed him that if anything
had to be done it inust be dome that week,
as after that he had to leave howe on basi-
ness. He at once went to Hamilton to con-
sult Mr. Blake, who made a rouch draft
embodving his views, and afterwards they
had a consultation with Mr. Galt, and the
Bill now before the Council was agreed up-
on as satisfactory toboth parties interested.
He then read the report which says the
Committee have examined the Bill now
submitted, and believing it duly protects
the interests of the Municipalities, and
therefore recommends its adoption.

Mr. A, McDougall moved the adoption of

the Report.
Mr. French suggested that the Bill be
first read. It was impossible to vote intel-
ligible on the report until Councillors heard
the Bill read.

Mr. A. McDougall read the Bill and a
number of letters written by himself to Mr.
Galt and Mr. Richardson, and by Mr, Galt
and Mr. Richardson to him (Mr. McD.).
It was thought pecessary before calling a
meeting of Couneil to ascertaiu if the Bill
met Mr. Richardscn’s approval, for if it
did not of course it was an end to the mat-
ter, and » meeting was unoecessary. It ap
peared that Mr. Richardson at first re-
Jected the bill; but on consultation with
Mr. Galtand finding that certain portions
of it did not bear the construction he put
upon thew, he agreed toit. A meeting f
the Council was therefore called.

Mr. Haggart suggested that the bill be
printed, for the information of members.

Mr. French moved that a Committee be
appointed to examine the Bill and report to
the Council, whereupon a little ‘‘scene’’ was
got up by Mr. Douglas speaking out strong-
ly against the appointment of any such
Committce, avd hinted pretty broadly that
oysters and “hookers of brandy” would
play an important part in any decision the
Committoe might come to ; and Mr, French
protesting that members of Couneil were in-
sulted and he himself disgusted, with such in-
sinuations as these thrown out by Mr. Doug-
las. Mr. Douglas contended that ‘‘he knew
how these things were done.”” This cpisode
caused some cunfusion ; but it was evident
the appointment of a Committee to Report
on the Railway Committee’s was not
popular, and it was decided to have the Bill
printed by seven o’clock that evening, and
distributed to members. The Council ad-
journed until 9 o'elock on Tharsday morn-

An Act respecting the Militia.

Her Majesty, by and with the adviee and
| cousent of the Legislative Council and As-
i sembly of Canada, enacts as follows :

1. The Governor shall, by virtue of his
,office, be commander of the (anadian
| Militia,
| 2. The Canadian Militia shall be divided
| into two classes, that is to say, the Volua-
| teers and the Enrolled Militia.

the thirty-fifth chapter of the Corsolidated
Statutes of Canada and the Act twenty fifth
Victoria, chapter one,—but any prucozedin-;:
thereto relaiing shall be brought within
twelve months after the discovery of any
breach of the provisions thereof.

11. The Clothing, Arms and Accoutre-
ments of the officers, non-commissioned offi-
cers and men of Volunteer corps, and the
Horses used by them as such, shall be ex-
cmpt from seizure in execution and from
distress and assessment : nor shall any of
such Lorses be disposed of by any officer or |
man without ieave of the officer command- |
ing the corps ; and the clothing except that
of the Officers, shall be deemed to be the |
property of the Crowa. .

12. Safficient ammunition for cxercise
and target practice may be supplied to the
Volunteers at the expense of the l‘rovmc_e,

18. It shall be the duty of the officer
commanding any corps of Volunteers to eall
out the same, or such portion thereof as is
necessary, for the purpose of quelling any
riot, when thereunto requirea in writing by
the Mayor, Warden or other Head of the
Municipality in which such riot takes placs
or by any two M. gistrates therein, and to
obey such instructions as may be lawfully
given him by any Magistrate in recard to
the mode of quelling such riot :—And
every officer, non commissioned officer and
man of such corps shall on every such occa-
sion obey the orders of his commanding of-
ficer;—And the officers and men whe; 80
called out shall, without any furtuer or
other appointment, and without taking any
oath ot office, be special constables and shall
act as such so long as they remain so ealled
out.

19. The officers non-commissioned offi-

20. No non-commissioned officer or pri-
vate of any Volunteer corps shall in any
case, leave the same during the term of hig
engagement to serv., unless discharged by
authority of the Commander in Chiet: and
the term of cngagement shali not be loss
than five years; and no apriicativa for s1.oh
discharge shall be catert:iied unless two
wmonths previous notice shali have been giv-
enin writing to the commanding officer of
the corps ; and all corps of Volunteers law-
fully organized under the Acts herecby re-
pealed, shall continue to cxist, subject t>
the provisions of this Act. aud to the terms
of their engagement res, cctively.

21. Any corps of Volunteers may 1 1ke,
agree upon and cuter 1nto such articles,
ruies and regulatisns for the discipline and
geod management of the same as they may
think proper, o be sanctioned by the officar
commanding such corps and to be by him
transmitted for the approval of the com-
manacr in Chief; and any such articles,

THE ENROLLED MILITIA.

23. The Karolled Militia shall consist of
all the male inhabitants of the age of eigh-
tcen years or upwards and uader sixiy,
not being Volunteers and not beiag exempt-
ed or disqualified by law.
