" The subject creating the amost dis-
pussion is the famous Calgary resolu-
tion ealling for grants of two thousand,
fifteen dred and one thousand dol-
lars, according to service for those who
were in khali. Evidently since the
Ontario prov incial convention at Wind-
gor this gratuity demand has gathered
greater impetus and support from the
province of Ontario. Central Riverdale
‘'of West Toronto and the Earlscourt
delegates are working unanimously with
the western members on this gratuity
proposition, making the outlook en-
couraging. Strong opposition offers
and presages one of keenest fights of the
convention.

The present labor unrest throughout
Canada is one of the principal matters
for consideration by the convention.
It is expected to pass a resolution, dras-

Toronto will be first over the top to-
wards the objective and will advance
four stages, covering the uncertainty
of the returned soldier’s future, namely:
Professional labor agitators; bolshe-
viki; aliens and high cost of living.
Comrade C. E. Wilson, of Central
Toronto, will feature the debate by
drawing attention to the lack of energy
by thé government on above conditions,
pointing out the folly of its past inertia,

The majority of the delegates are for
absolute government control of the
prices of foodstuffs and articles used by
the public and for the punishment of
war profiteers.

The reorganisation of ).S.C.R. is one
of the big items on the agenda, although
indications point to greater interest in
this vital subject from eastern delegates
than from the west. There is no doubt
whatever but that resolutions will pass
calling for prompt and vigorous action
on what is regarded as of paramount
importance to returned men in general,

Membership . qualification will be
settled during the sessions and provide
rich food for debate. This subject is a
very contentious one, with wide dif-
ferences of opinion. It is impossible to
forecast the result at present, although
if anything slightly favoring the open
door poliey.

Several surprises are predicted during
the convention which will prove a
power to association for good and
exempt in large measure, the spirit
of the returned soldier, welded into a
tremendous force for furthering the
ideals for which they fought. The

(JONCILIATION BOARD IS AT
SEA IN MATTER

TORONTO, June 30.—Confronted
by the question of whether or not the
taking over by the Ontario Railway
Board of the Toronto Railway Company
changed their status and rendered fur-
ther investigation useless, the Gov-
ernment’s Conciliation Board investi-
gating the dispute between the Toronto
Railway Company and its men, ad-
journed shortly before noon to-day, to
discuss the situation.in the privacy
of the office of Hon. F. H. Phippen, who
was nominated by the company as its
representative. on that body, Judge
Barron $aid that it was not hkoly that
a decision would be reached and an
award made. The Board spent con-
siderable time this morning in obtain-
ing official information, which heretofore
they had not received, regarding the
present ownership and management of
the Toronto Railway Works Commis-
sioner Harris explained the taking over
of the company’s assets, stating that he
was to be manager as long as the prop-
erty was held by the Ontario Railway
and Municipal Board.

Judge Phippen maintained that the
board having taken the place of the
company there was now no dispute
between the company and-its employes
to investigate.

General Manager Harris, on the con-
trary, took the view that-the Toronto
Railway Company was still existent,
only the directorate having changed.
Judge Barron also expressed the view
that the boards occupation was gone,
but finally after private conference they
adjourned to meet in Mr. Phippen’s
office.

COMPLAINTS OF SLOWNESS IN
TAKING STRIKERS BACK

WINNIPEG, Man., June 30.—Labor
leaders are more than ever dissatisfied
with the slow progress in the reinstate~
ment of strikers So far as can be
learned mo definite action has heen
taken with a view to calling ‘Protest’
strikes, although the strike committee
continues to receive reports from vari-
ous unions, which executive members
term ‘‘very unsatisfactory.”

Doris  Meakin, busmn« agent of
telephone operators union, declares that
none of operators have been rein-
stated. They have been reemployed,
she says, without regard for their sen-
jority in service. Miss Meakin also
declares that while many girls are de-
manding that another strike be call-
od, no step of this kind has been taken.
i Onlv fifty per cent. of the girls are
back at work,” Miss Meakin asserts.
“Others have applied for work and
been refused, despite the fact that
girls on duty are obliged to work over-
time if order to main tain the service.
It is the most unfair deal we have
ever been handed by a provincial gov-
ernment.”

Other union officers refuse to discuss
reinstatement. Everything is so un-
settled, they say, that a comprehen-
sive review of the situation is im-
possible. It is unlikely, they say,
that any official action will be taken
or that the strike committee will
move until all unions are heard from.
Rev. J. S. Woodsworth, held by the
police on a charge of sedition, was
freed from custody on Saturday after-
noon on $3000 bail.

Rumors have been current around
labor circles for the past two days that
the running trades employes would

* |strike should employéers refuse to re-

instate all workers who went out

on a sympathetic strike. High officials
of the running trades federation stated
that the execative of the organisations
had taken no action in this regard.

In fact the matter has not even been
considered by them. Members of run-
ning trades organisation who partici-
pated in the unlawful strike will have |
to look out for themselves after this.

The International Union will expel the
organisors of the unlawful walkout

and will take the ones who were misled
back into the organisation. They will
not demand the reinstatement for any

of them.

The posi-
tign of affairs)\as I see it, is this: the
company says distingtly that they can-
not pay more-than they are now paying
If the Ontario l(m}&m) Board of Con-
ciliation were to mnake an offer which
would be acceptdble to the men there
is absolutely no guarantee that the
Toronto Railway Co. would continue
to pay th: new rate. Therefore, as far
as we can see, no award that is made
will be of any material benefit to the
men. Three weeks ago the city. talked
about a Royal Commission to enquire
into the company's financial standing,
At that time it was apparent that a
strike would take place and now the
strike has been in operation for one
week and no effort has been made by
either the city or the Ontario Rail-
way Board to determine whether or
not the Company is in a financial
position to meet the demands of the
men. Therefore we consider that the
responsibility for the continuance of
the strike does not lie at the door
of the street railwaymen.”
