ALEXANDRA PARK REDEVELOPMENT
PROJECT, TORONTO

Question No. 2,748-Mr. Scott:
1. In what way and to what extent is the federal

government involved in the Alexandra Park re-
development project In the city of Toronto?

2. When was the government contacted by either
the government of Ontario or the governinent cf
the city of Toronto relative to this scheme?

3. How many communications have there been
between the aforementioned agencies and the
federal government?

4. At the present time Is the Alexandra Park
redevelopment project being held up through any
action or requirement or stipulation entered by
the federal government?

5. If the said project is being held up by red
tape as alleged by the mayor of the city of To-
ronto, is any of this red tape flowing from the
federal government?

Hon. J. R. Nicholson (Minister of Citizen-
ship and Immigration): 1. The federal gov-
ernment has entered into agreement with the
city of Toronto under the terms of the Na-
tional Housing Act to contribute 50 per cent
of the cost of acquiring and clearing des-
ignated properties in the Alexandra Park
redevelopment project. The total cost is esti-
mated to be $10,000,000.

2. The city of Toronto applied for financial
assistance on November 15, 1960. As the ap-
plication was not entirely acceptable to the
provincial and federal governments, an ad-
visory committee was established to further
study the redevelopment program. As a re-
sult, the city of Toronto submitted a revised
application on January 21, 1964, which re-
ceived approval of the governor in council on
March 26, 1964.

3. Continuous communication has been car.
ried on since the application was approved
through a co-ordinating committee made up
of representatives of Central Mortgage and
Housing Corporation and of the governments
of the province of Ontario, the city of Toronto
and metropolitan Toronto.
