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Beer scandal brewing

Government sources are saymq 
that beer companies and their 
distributors have made milhons 
of dollars in illegal payments to 
gam favoured positions 
such big customers 
planes, hotel and r 
chains, and sports stadiums

The Joseph Schlitz Brewing 
Company already has stated 
publicly that it has been under 
investigation by the SEC for 
allegedly improper payments 
But that's just the tip ot the 
iceberg. According to Business
Week. Anheuser-Busch (the
makers of America's top-selling 
brand - Budweiser), Millers and 
other manufacturers and dis­
tributors are being investigated 
by the Treasury Department's 
Bureau of Alcohol. Tobaccoand 
Firearms.

The widescale investigation 
will not be limited to the beer 
industry. Although brewers 
the initial target of the pay-off 
probe, the government also 
plans to look into both the 
vending machine and construc­
tion businesses.

WASHINGTON (ENS-CUP)- 
As more multinational cor­
porations reel under dis­
closures of international bribes 
and kickbacks, a major pay-off 
scandal also is brewing at 
home. It involves the American 
beer industry.

According to Business 
Week magazine, the Justice 
Department. Treasury Depart­
ment and Securities and Ex­
change Commission are on the 
verge of exposing a maior
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mcase of Rural Gas Co-ops. the 

Lougheed government have 
broken their world.

Taking off the Provincial 
government "front end load of 
royalties on oil and gas could 
reduce wholesale prices of 
natural gas and gasoline by up 
to 50%." Taylor concluded.

Nick Taylor. Provincial 
Liberal leader, has called for an 
immediate all Party Committee 
to be struck by the Provincial 
Legislature to investigate utility 
rates in Alberta.

"There is something rotten 
in Alberta," he said "when utility 
increases have exceeded the 
11% guideline by 200% to 
800%."
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"In the case of natural gas. 
asking Albertans to pay Eastern 
export prices when the people 
of Alberta own the gas in the 
first place, is like asking a farmer 
to pay for eating his own 
potatoes."

Taylor stated that in the
