URGES TIME OFF TO VOTE — PEARSON

OTTAWA (CUP) =— Prime Min-
ister Pearson has written the
heads of Canadian universities
and colleges asking them to take
‘‘any action practicable’’ to give
students time off from classes to
vote in the Nov. 8 federal election.

In his letter Oct, 14, the prime
minister suggested that students
be allowed to be absent from
classes either on election day,
Nov. 8 or on one of the advance
polling days Nov. 1 or Oct. 30,

The problem arose when thou=
sands of residential students
were barred from voting in their
university constituencies,

Mr. Pearson said he was pleas=-
ed to note that some universities
have already announced their co-
operation,

He said he had sent the letter

after receiving an opinion on the
problem from Mr. C,F.H, Car-
son, Q.C,, a Toronto lawyer.

Mr, Carson affirmed that the
law requires many students not
in residence at a university on
Sept. 8 to return home to vote,

He states, however, that in a
number of cases students should
be able to show the university
constituency is their ‘‘ordinary
residence’’ and be eligible to vote
there, ‘‘whether or not he was
actually present’’ at university
on Sept. 8.

A student intending to remain
living apart from his parents, Mr.
Carson says, should be consider-
ed as having his ordinary place
of residence at the university,

Students can be put on the voting
lists by the revising officers on
Oct, 21, 22 and 23.
