This man sent male stu­
dents out of the classroom and 
screamed at the ten remaining 
women: “You're all a bunch of 
feminists. I hate feminists.” He 
then opened fire, killing six of

Dalhousie University is not 
immune to the horrors which 
occur at other educational insti­
tutions. Just last year the Gazette 
ran an opinion piece about an j” 
incident which occurred in a IE 
downtown Halifax bar: while H 
waiting to use a bathroom stall, 
a guy called “John" watched as fig 
another guy walked out doing up 
his zipper and said “You're next.” ggj 
Inside the stall John found a semi­
conscious girl naked from the 
waist down with her knees spread.
He didn't do anything to help her 
as she stumbled away.

Verbal abuse, assault, and mur­
der are just three examples of the 
types of violence that female stu­
dents experience on university 
campuses.

Contrary to popular belief, this 
violence is a serious problem 
which occurs both inside and 
outside the classroom. It takes the 
form of “jokes" and “harmless” 
comments made during lectures, 
or at parties.

It happens every time a male 
takes advantage of a drunk female 
on the dance floor in a bar.
