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in vhom they find some 41 intment because he does not
attempt to hold the limel or become a crusader.

Nevertheleas, if it is a cruseder the ?ubuo vant, they are
going to feel disappointed if they don't find him.

This brings me to the senclusion that the chief prodlem that
the Liberal Party faces today is in dressing thelir leader
in the clothes of a gre&t crusader and pers him to aot

the part.

Unquestionably factors that we face today in economics, laber,
sectional imterests, racial prejudices, are more acute then
they might have been had a firm hand taken bold of them twe
years back. In the opinion of many peoples (both management
and vorkers) the public were prepared $o face sasrifioce,
regimentation and personal dissppointments if they wvere con-
vinoed that it was for the good of the cause, and that the
countyy ss & vhole would be treated alike.

By degrees the impression went abroad that it vas the agueaky
vheel that got the oil, and that there vas no hard and fast
polisy to be applied with a firm hand anyvhere. This broke ‘
down cenfidence and set the stage for organized and zed
egitation against restrictions and contreols in its —n{ orms .

As this agitation grovs and exception after exception is made,
the publie the blame directly on the individual in wvhom
they feel a disappointment, principally because the firm deter-
mined hand is not appearent.

It is noticeabls that in sriticisms of Government Departments
the blame for unpopular administration is largely passed on %o
the leader rather than th the head. s has been
particularly appareat in the various changes in the Departasnt
of Labour. On the other hand, where a particularliy good Jjob
has been done, even though 1t be a most unwelcome one, the
credit does not go to the leader but to the individual, as in
the case with NMr. Ilsley and the Department of Finance.

I ecannot feel from vhat I have heard that the public 1is purely
selfish in their attitude. I em convinced tha® Labor and
Exeoutive Olass (I have no contacts with the fian class
are vwill to submerge their persomal interests provided they
have comfi in the Judgement of the leader who asks for
those sacrifioces.
