Ottawa, Nov. 25-r-Hon. James G. 
Gardiner, Minister of National War 
Services, to-day named the Fleet 
Aircraft Corporation of Fort Erie, 
which is now engaged on war con­
tracts, as the company which he had 
in mind when he told the House of 
Commons last week that one factory 
in particular had refused to send 
any men e to the military training 
camps.

The Minister stated that the pre­
sident and general manager of this 
company, W. J. Sanderson, had 
taken the attitude that none of his 
skilled workmen should be taken. 
His company had applied for exemp­
tions and postponements for 40 men 
from the first two camps and the 
military review boards had granted 
postponements in 42 cases. The other 
seven were required to report for 
training.

Mr. Gardiner stated that Mr. 
Sanderson had been the only indus­
trialist in Canada engaged on war 
contracts who took the attitude that 
he should not be required to release 
any of his men for military training. 
The Fort Erie company is now em­
ploying 1,000 men, and Mr. Gardiner 
understands that the number will be 
increased, to 4,000. This company is 
engaged in manufacturing aircraft 
for the joint air training plan.
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
