1TADAHE DE «TAEL was the daughter of M. 
Ill Neckor, the celebrated minister of finance to 
Louis XVI. She was born in Paris on April 22, 
1766, and in a long life passed through one of the 
stormiest periods of the history of France. Her 
parents being Protestants, she was educated at 
home—but her training, although different from 
that of the convents, was the l>est that could he ob­
tained, and amply qualified her for the position she 
subsequently tilled, lier unrestrained movements 
m society, and the position held by her father also 
gave her an early knowledge of public affairs and 
popular opinions, so that it began to be whispered 
among the literati who assembled at M. Neoker’s, 
that his little daughter Anne would grow into a 
celebrity. This pr'oniise of excellence she soon 
fulfilled, and before her twentieth year she was 
favourably known, not only in the faslviuuable 
suions of Paris and at court, but among the writcis 
of the time and by the populace. Through the 
influence of Marie Antoinette a marriage was 
arranged between her and the Baron de Staël 
Holstein, then Swedish ambassador at the French 
court, and 31. Nticker being anxious that his vast 
fortune should not pays into the hands of one 
diT fr..;.. V.: in creed, readily sanctioned
her union with this Lutheran nobleman. The 
connection was not a happy one. Himself a man 
of no fortune, Baron dc Staid, on coming into pos­
session of his wife’s fortune, squandered it lavishl v, 
until even the provision which she had prudently 
made for her children was likely to be swallowed 
up, and then she left him. Her clear calculât ing 
intellect wisely dictated this step—lmt when her 
husband fell ill, her womanly nature asserted 
itself, and she returned to him, nursed him de­
votedly, and was with him when he died.

The years just before the great Revolution in 
France were full of political turmoil and trouble, 
and not only did Madame de Stacl's genius urge 
her to take part in the discussions which then 
arose, hut her position in society almost forced her 
into them, lier father had fallen a victim to 
partisanship, and had been banished for a year. 
He left Paris disgraced, hut returned to it in 
triumph. The occurrence affected her greatly, and 
strengthened her love of liberty; but her ideas of 
liberty were not those of Kobespierve and his com­
rades, whose violent acts she deprecated. When
