A New Liquor Law.

If it were proposed to evact a law which per-
mitted that licences to sell intoxicating liquor
would be granted provided ‘the dealers woull
engsge to be responsible for all the evils their
basiness caused, for the poverty, the crime, the
misery and the ruin thet could be directly traced
to this source, the friends of probibition might
take into eonsiderstion the expediency of the
compromise. But bow many l'quor eellers
would accept it? The legislature of Vermont,
however, has taken a step ia this direction by
passing the following stringent law :

That when any istoxica'ed person shall wil-
folly commits sny injury upon the person or
property of avother, who, by bimself or clerk,
or servant, unlawfually furnished sny part of the

to the party injured for the damages; and in
the case of the death or disability of any person
in cocsequence of intoxication from liquor un-
lawfully farnished, afy person dependant upon
the one so disabled or deceased may recover
damages for the same from any person unlaw-
fully selling, or farnishing such liquor.

This is only previding in a legal form for ma-
kiog a man responsible for ths wrong he does
aad the evil he causes. If the law is enforced
it will stop the liquor traffic in Vermont.

Hints for Home.

The Ploughman gives the following bints ;

I. Cover your strawberries vines lightly, or
you smother them. Pine boughs are just the
thing for it ; but osk leaves, seaweed, or coarse
hay are good. Rsmember long manure is fatal
to them

1I. Keep your hog pen well supplied with
fresh absorbents—peat is the best of all, and see
to it that your * porker's ' beds are high aod dry.

IIL. Tie up your Lawton blackberries and
protect them till the frosts of May are fairly
over ; spade some hog maaure into the esrth
around your currant bushes, and cover your as-
paragus after cutting close the branches, with
fresh dressing from the stable. Balt them liber-
ally, for the plant came from the seaside.

1V. Pat your potatoes into barrels dry, and
cover them with sand. Keep your pumpkins,
squashes and tomatoes in the sun, and make the
most of them before they perish. Do not leave
your parsnips out till spring, the frost sometimes
destroys them, bat dig them soon and salt them
well with sand. Protect your peach trees ; and
your grapes will come to fruitage earlier if you
Isy them down in season. Save your seeds with
care and cleverness. Take the best alone—but
still enough to supply yourself and neighbors.

V. Pay your taxes.

VI. Maske your barn and hen pen tight and
tidy for the winter ; house your cattle early ; see
that your tools and implements are fairly under
cover ; haul out your muck for frost to pulverise ;
put a lock upon your granary ; fatten betimes
your fowls for market, and lay your plans for
1870.

VIL. Attend the lyceum, Church and sewing
circle. Chew no tobscco, drink no rum. Keep
s clesr consciencs and owe no man anything but
love ; look ever oa the sunny side of life ; persue
the Bible and the pspers carefully, and you may
come in time to be as bappy as your bonest uo
cle,
