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OUR TRADE WITH BRITAIN

Report on External Business Is Issued by
Trade Correspondent

A despatch from Ottawa, says: to Canada, of United

John Bain, Imperial trade corres-
pondent for this district, on Thurs-
day issued a report on the external
trade of the United Kingdom, as it
affects Canada, for the six months
ending June 30.

The total values of the merchan-
dise imported into the United
Kingdom from Canada and export-
ed from the United Kingdom .to
Canada, during the first six months
of each of the years, 1910 and 1911,
were as follows:

Imports into the United King-
dom from Canada, 1910, £10,599,-
000; 1911, £5,451.000.

Exports from the United King-
dom to Canada, of United Kingdom

Kingdom
produce, 1910, £9,511,000; 1911, £9,-
464,000 ; of foreign and colonial pro-
duce, 1910, £1,439,000; 1911, £1,-
478,000.

The exports to Canada were thus
about the same in value as last
year, but the imports from Canada
were lower by two millions ster-
ling, of which nearly one and one-
half millions were due to diminish-
ed imports of wheat. Britain’s
wheat imports from Canada were
£3,825,000 in the first six mon.ths
last year, while in the same period
this year they were only £2,422,000.
Bacon and hams, however, show
an increase from £695,000 to £1,-
027,000.
