CHATHAM, N. B, Jan. 8.—The regu-
lar meeting of the town council was

Some
discussion took place over the Board of
Health’s report and bills and some
were in favor of making a change in
the :board’s personnel, but finally the
report was ordered to be filed.

Chief of Police Lawson was given an
increase, bringing his salary up to $800.
The policemen also received increases.

Stothart moved that the magis-
trate’s salery be increased from $400 to
$600. The receipts from Scott Aect fines
this year totalied $3,681 and from other
cases over $1,000, making a total - of
$4,600 from the police court.

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NOW NO DOUBT THAT
MEN WERE DROWNED

Digby Fishermen Probably
BSwamped by Angry Seas—
Shippers Were Alarmed

DIGBY, N. S, Jan. 8.—There seems
to be no doubt now but.that W. M, B.
Dakin of Centreville and Stanley Den-
ton of Little River, Digby County, were
drowned off Centreville, Bay of Fundy,
on/ Saturday last. Twenty-five boats
from Centraville were on the fishing
grounds that day, thé weather condi-
tions suiting well for fishing when the
fleet of Doats left port. In the after-
noon the wind increased so much that
18 boats returnad to harbor; seven heid
on, hoping that the wind would de-
crease, therzby allowing them to fin-
ish their catch of fish. The wind in-
creased to a gale frcm the southwest,
with a heavy sharp crested sea. The
spven boats started for shore, and all
reached port in safety except Mr. Da-
kin’s. Six of the seven boats had a
very narrow escape, all having shipped
quantities of water, some as much as
6 and 10 barrels. So great was the
anxiety of the crews of the boats and
the close attention they had to pay to
handling them, beating in, that it was
impossibie to be looking around or ob-
serve particularly any boat but their
own. However, it was casually noticed
that Dakin’s sail disappeared, and it
was thought he was reefing. When
the boats had reached port there was
an impromptu roll call and one was
missing. This was the boat Dakin and
Denton were sailing. It would have
been madness for any boat to go off in
search of the missing one. Capt. Ansel
Snow, master of the Green Wood, one
of Digby’s iargest fishermen, was in
the bay on Saturday, anfl says that
the bay was in as angry a mood as he
ever experienced for boats, that his
boats were out on a set, and he became
very anxious and had to hustle them
on board and run to Digby.

Mr. Dakin was for years a J. P,
and did a large business in fishing and
quite extensively in farming. His
family is grown up, some marrieed and
living at distances from the parent
home; some have entered the profes-
sions as M. D. and clergy. Mr. Da-
kin will be very much missed in ths
country.
