“Indian summer is here !" remarked 
a fiiend to us on the street, on Tues­
day morning last, as suffering from a 
severe attack of neuralgia, we left the 
office and started out to get some of 
the bracing and invigorating autumn 
air. The thought of the cold, bleak 
winter that will shortly be upon us, 
made us shiver, and instinctively we 
thought of the thousands to whom the 
cold of our northern winter came with 
feelings of dread. How natural it isi 
for all who are able to make prepara­
tion beforehand, to protect themselves 
from the cold blasts of winter ; and 
catching a glimpse of the new dwell­
ing house just finished by our old 
friend Arza Wiltse, we concluded to 
wend our way in that direction and 
gee for oursfelves how well he had pre 
pared himself to withstand the attack 
of Jack Frost, not only for this winter, 
but through the l est of his natural 
life. On reaching Mr. Wiltse’s we 
found that gentleman busily engaged 
in putting the finishing touches to a 
part of his dwelling, and he at once 
left off work and chaperoned us 
through the building. We have not 
been a very extensive traveller, but in 
our limited experience we have not 
seen the building that will compare 
with this one in point of general 
adaptability to the requirement of the 
inmates. The building is of red brick, 
with cut utone base, facings, and cor­
ners ; two stories in height, with a 
large annex running back from the 
rear, designed as à kitchen and wood 
house.
